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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO ESTABLISH AN AFTERCARE FACILITY 2 

IN CHARLOTTE FOR WOMEN RELEASED FROM PRISON. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to ECO, Inc., a 5 
nonprofit corporation, the sum of one hundred  thousand dollars ($100,000) for the 1997-6 
98 fiscal year as a grant-in-aid to establish an aftercare facility in Charlotte to assist 7 
women who have been released from prison in their transition back into the community. 8 

Section 2.  This act becomes effective July 1, 1997. 9
