G.S. 1-72.1. 6 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 7 
SECTION 1.  Article 6 of Chapter 1 of the General Statutes is amended by 8 

adding a new section to read: 9 
"§ 1-72.1. Right of access. 10 

An applicant asserting a right of access to a judicial proceeding or to a judicial 11 
record may intervene in that judicial proceeding pursuant to Rule 24(a)(1) for the 12 
limited purpose of gaining access to the judicial proceeding or to a judicial record. This 13 
section does not apply to juvenile proceedings or court records of juvenile proceedings 14 
held under Chapter 7B of the General Statutes. Nothing in this section preempts State 15 
law that otherwise restricts access to judicial proceedings or judicial records." 16 

SECTION 2.  G.S. 7A-308(a) reads as rewritten: 17 
"(a) The following miscellaneous fees and commissions shall be collected by the 18 

clerk of superior court and remitted to the State for the support of the General Court of 19 
Justice:  20 

(1) Foreclosure under power of sale in deed of trust or 21 
 mortgage………………………………………………………...$40.00 22 
 If the property is sold under the power of sale, an additional amount 23 

will be charged, determined by the following formula: thirty cents 24 
(30¢) per one hundred dollars ($100.00), or major fraction thereof, of 25 
the final sale price. If the amount determined by the formula is less 26 
than ten dollars ($10.00), a minimum ten dollar ($10.00) fee will be 27 
collected. If the amount determined by the formula is more than two 28 
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hundred dollars ($200.00), a maximum two hundred dollar ($200.00) 1 
fee will be collected. 2

SECTION 3.  This act becomes effective October 1, 2001, and applies to 34 
court records filed on or after that date and applies to judicial proceedings commenced 35 
or pending on or after that date. 36
