The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1.(a) The provisions of Article 8 of Chapter 143 of the General
Statutes do not apply to the Fair Barn Restoration Project in the Village of Pinehurst.
SECTION 1.(b) This section applies only to the Village of Pinehurst.
SECTION 2.(a) The Board of Trustees of College of the Albemarle may
contract for the construction of a multipurpose facility in the City of Elizabeth City
\évithout being subject to the provisions of Article 8 of Chapter 143 of the General
tatutes.
SECTION 2.(b) This section applies only to the Board of Trustees of
College of the Albemarle in the City of Elizabeth City.
