A JOINT RESOLUTION HONORING THE MILITARY PERSONNEL WHO 1 

SERVED AND HONORING THOSE WHO GAVE THEIR LIVES DURING THE 2 
PERSIAN GULF WAR ON THE TENTH ANNIVERSARY OF THE WAR. 3 

Whereas, North Carolina is home to various military bases, including Camp 4 
Lejeune, Cherry Point, Fort Bragg, Pope Air Force Base, and Seymour Johnson Air 5 
Force Base; and 6 

Whereas, more than 75,000 individuals from these military bases served 7 
during the Persian Gulf War; and 8 

Whereas, in addition, many members of North Carolina's armed services 9 
reserve and the North Carolina National Guard also served in the Persian Gulf; and 10 

Whereas, North Carolina actively supports all the State's military personnel, 11 
especially during times of crisis; and 12 

Whereas, on the 10th anniversary of the Persian Gulf War, the General 13 
Assembly wishes to pay tribute to all the military personnel who served and to honor 14 
those who gave their lives during the War; and 15
