A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO CONTROL AND ERADICATE JOHNE'S
DISEASE, A LIVESTOCK DISEASE THAT AFFECTS DAIRY AND BEEF
CATTLE PRODUCTION.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to the
Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services the sum of three hundred two
thousand six hundred twenty-nine dollars ($302,629) for the 2001-2002 fiscal year and
the sum of two hundred seventy-seven thousand one hundred seventeen dollars
($277,117) for the 2002-2003 fiscal year for the control and eradication of Johne's
Disease, a livestock disease that affects dairy and beef cattle production.

SECTION 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 2001.
