p. With respect to employment on and after January 1, 1978, any 9 

state and local governmental employing unit, including the 10 
State of North Carolina, a county board of education, a city 11 
board of education, the State Board of Education, the Board of 12 
Trustees of The University of North Carolina, the board of 13 
trustees of other institutions and agencies supported and under 14 
the control of the State, any other agency of and within the State 15 
by which a teacher or other employee is paid, and any county, 16 
incorporated city or town, the light and water board or 17 
commission of any incorporated city or town, the board of 18 
alcoholic control of any county or incorporated city or town, 19 
county and/or city airport authorities, housing authorities 20 
created and operated under and by virtue of Chapter 157 of the 21 
General Statutes, redevelopment commissions created and 22 
operated under and by virtue of Article 22, Chapter 160A of the 23 
General Statutes, county and/or city or regional libraries, county 24 
and/or city boards of health, district boards of health, any other 25 
separate, local governmental entity, jointly owned or operated 26 
governmental entities, and the Retirement System. For purposes 27 
of this Chapter, any employing unit described in this paragraph 28 
is not an employer by reason of hiring an intern. 29 
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SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 2
