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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO MAKE TECHNICAL CORRECTIONS AND CONFORMING 2 

CHANGES TO THE GENERAL STATUTES AS RECOMMENDED BY THE 3 
GENERAL STATUTES COMMISSION; AND TO MAKE VARIOUS OTHER 4 
CHANGES TO THE GENERAL STATUTES AND SESSION LAWS.  5 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
SECTION 1.  G.S. 1-17 reads as rewritten: 7 

"§ 1-17.  Disabilities. 8 
(a) A person entitled to commence an action who is under a disability at the time 9 

the cause of action accrued either 10 
(1) Within the age of 18 years; or 11 
(2) Insane; or 12 
(3) Incompetent as defined in G.S. 35A-1101(7) or (8)  13 

may bring his or her action within the time herein limited, limited in this Subchapter, 14 
after the disability is removed, except in an action for the recovery of real property, or to 15 
make an entry or defense founded on the title to real property, or to rents and services 16 
out of the same, when he real property, when the person must commence his or her 17 
action, or make his the entry, within three years next after the removal of the disability, 18 
and at no time thereafter. 19 

For the purpose of this section, a person is under a disability if the person meets one 20 
or more of the following conditions: 21 

(1) The person is within the age of 18 years. 22 
(2) The person is insane. 23 
(3) The person is incompetent as defined in G.S. 35A-1101(7) or (8). 24 
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(a1) For those persons under a disability on January 1, 1976, as a result of being 1 
imprisoned on a criminal charge, or in execution under sentence for a criminal offense, 2 
the statute of limitations shall commence to run and no longer be tolled from January 1, 3 
1976. 4 

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (a) of this section, an action on 5 
behalf of a minor for malpractice arising out of the performance of or failure to perform 6 
professional services shall be commenced within the limitations of time specified in 7 
G.S. 1-15(c): Provided, that if said G.S. 1-15(c), except that if those time limitations 8 
expire before such the minor attains the full age of 19 years, the action may be brought 9 
before said  the minor attains the full age of 19 years." 10 

SECTION 2.  G.S. 7B-507(b)(4) reads as rewritten: 11 
"(4) A court of competent jurisdiction has determined that: the parent has 12 

committed murder or voluntary manslaughter of another child of the 13 
parent; has aided, abetted, attempted, conspired, or solicited to commit 14 
murder or voluntarily voluntary manslaughter of the child or another 15 
child of the parent; or has committed a felony assault resulting in 16 
serious bodily injury to the child or another child of the parent." 17 

SECTION 3.  G.S. 7B-1501 reads as rewritten: 18 
"§ 7B-1501.  Definitions. 19 

In this Subchapter, unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the following 20 
words have the listed meanings:meanings. The singular includes the plural, unless 21 
otherwise specified. 22 

(1) Chief court counselor. – The person responsible for administration and 23 
supervision of juvenile intake, probation, and post-release supervision 24 
in each judicial district, operating under the supervision of the 25 
Department of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention. 26 

(2) Clerk. – Any clerk of superior court, acting clerk, or assistant or 27 
deputy clerk. 28 

(3) Community-based program. – A program providing nonresidential or 29 
residential treatment to a juvenile under the jurisdiction of the juvenile 30 
court in the community where the juvenile's family lives. A 31 
community-based program may include specialized foster care, family 32 
counseling, shelter care, and other appropriate treatment. 33 

(4) Court. – The district court division of the General Court of Justice. 34 
(5) Court counselor. – A person responsible for probation and post-release 35 

supervision to juveniles under the supervision of the chief court 36 
counselor. 37 

(6) Custodian. – The person or agency that has been awarded legal 38 
custody of a juvenile by a court. 39 

(7) Delinquent juvenile. – Any juvenile who, while less than 16 years of 40 
age but at least 6 years of age, commits a crime or infraction under 41 
State law or under an ordinance of local government, including 42 
violation of the motor vehicle laws. 43 
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(7a) Department. – The Department of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency 1 
Prevention created under Article 12 of Chapter 143B of the General 2 
Statutes. 3 

(8) Detention. – The secure confinement of a juvenile under a court order. 4 
(9) Detention facility. – A facility approved to provide secure confinement 5 

and care for juveniles. Detention facilities include both State and 6 
locally administered detention homes, centers, and facilities. 7 

(10) District. – Any district court district as established by G.S. 7A-133. 8 
(11) Holdover facility. – A place in a jail which has been approved by the 9 

Department of Health and Human Services as meeting the State 10 
standards for detention as required in G.S. 153A-221 providing close 11 
supervision where the juvenile cannot converse with, see, or be seen 12 
by the adult population. 13 

(12) House arrest. – A requirement that the juvenile remain at the juvenile's 14 
residence unless the court or the juvenile court counselor authorizes 15 
the juvenile to leave for specific purposes. 16 

(13) Intake counselor. – A person who screens and evaluates a complaint 17 
alleging that a juvenile is delinquent or undisciplined to determine 18 
whether the complaint should be filed as a petition. 19 

(14) Interstate Compact on Juveniles. – An agreement ratified by 50 states 20 
and the District of Columbia providing a formal means of returning a 21 
juvenile, who is an absconder, escapee, or runaway, to the juvenile's 22 
home state, and codified in Article 28 of this Chapter. 23 

(15) Judge. – Any district court judge. 24 
(16) Judicial district. – Any district court district as established by G.S. 25 

7A-133. 26 
(17) Juvenile. – Except as provided in subdivisions (7) and (27) of this 27 

section, any person who has not reached the person's eighteenth 28 
birthday and is not married, emancipated, or a member of the armed 29 
forces of the United States. Wherever the term "juvenile" is used with 30 
reference to rights and privileges, that term encompasses the attorney 31 
for the juvenile as well. 32 

(18) Juvenile court. – Any district court exercising jurisdiction under this 33 
Chapter. 34 

(19) Repealed by Session Laws 2000, c. 137, s. 2. 35 
(20) Petitioner. – The individual who initiates court action by the filing of a 36 

petition or a motion for review alleging the matter for adjudication. 37 
(21) Post-release supervision. – The supervision of a juvenile who has been 38 

returned to the community after having been committed to the 39 
Department for placement in a training school. 40 

(22) Probation. – The status of a juvenile who has been adjudicated 41 
delinquent, is subject to specified conditions under the supervision of a 42 
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court counselor, and may be returned to the court for violation of those 1 
conditions during the period of probation. 2 

(23) Prosecutor. – The district attorney or assistant district attorney 3 
assigned by the district attorney to juvenile proceedings. 4 

(24) Protective supervision. – The status of a juvenile who has been 5 
adjudicated undisciplined and is under the supervision of a court 6 
counselor. 7 

(25) Teen court program. – A community resource for the diversion of 8 
cases in which a juvenile has allegedly committed certain offenses for 9 
hearing by a jury of the juvenile's peers, which may assign the juvenile 10 
to counseling, restitution, curfews, community service, or other 11 
rehabilitative measures. 12 

(26) Training school. – A secure residential facility authorized to provide 13 
long-term treatment, education, and rehabilitative services for 14 
delinquent juveniles committed by the court to the Department. 15 

(27) Undisciplined juvenile. – 16 
a. A juvenile who, while less than 16 years of age but at least 6 17 

years of age, is unlawfully absent from school; or is regularly 18 
disobedient to and beyond the disciplinary control of the 19 
juvenile's parent, guardian, or custodian; or is regularly found in 20 
places where it is unlawful for a juvenile to be; or has run away 21 
from home for a period of more than 24 hours; or 22 

b. A juvenile who is 16 or 17 years of age and who is regularly 23 
disobedient to and beyond the disciplinary control of the 24 
juvenile's parent, guardian, or custodian; or is regularly found in 25 
places where it is unlawful for a juvenile to be; or has run away 26 
from home for a period of more than 24 hours. 27 

(28) Wilderness program. – A rehabilitative residential treatment program 28 
in a rural or outdoor setting. 29 

The singular includes the plural, unless otherwise specified." 30 
SECTION 4.  Effective July 1, 2001, G.S. 7B-1808(b)(2) reads as rewritten: 31 

"(b) At the first appearance, the court shall: 32 
… 33 
(2) Determine whether the juvenile has retained counsel or has been 34 

assigned counsel counsel;". 35 
SECTION 5.  Effective June 30, 2001, G.S. 17C-3(a)(5) reads as rewritten: 36 
"(5) Citizens and Others. – The President of The University of North 37 

Carolina; the Director of the Institute of Government; and two citizens, 38 
one of whom shall be selected by the Governor and one of whom shall 39 
be selected by the Attorney General. The General Assembly shall 40 
appoint two persons, one upon the recommendation of the Speaker of 41 
the House of Representatives and one upon the recommendation of the 42 
President Pro Tempore of the Senate. Appointments by the General 43 
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Assembly shall be made in accordance with G.S. 120-122. 1 
Appointments by the General Assembly shall serve be for two-year 2 
terms to conclude on June 30th in odd-numbered years." 3 

SECTION 6.  G.S. 20-16.5(a)(4) reads as rewritten: 4 
"(a) Definitions. – As used in this section the following words and phrases have 5 

the following meanings: 6 
… 7 
(4) Revocation Report. – A sworn statement by a charging officer and a 8 

chemical analyst containing facts indicating that the conditions of 9 
subsection (b) have been met, and whether the person has a pending 10 
offense for which their the person's license had been or is revoked 11 
under this section. When one chemical analyst analyzes a person's 12 
blood and another chemical analyst informs a person of his rights and 13 
responsibilities under G.S. 20-16.2, the report must include the 14 
statements of both analysts." 15 

SECTION 7.  G.S. 20-16.5(g) reads as rewritten: 16 
"(g) Hearing before Magistrate or Judge if Person Contests Validity of 17 

Revocation. – A person whose license is revoked under this section may request in 18 
writing a hearing to contest the validity of the revocation. The request may be made at 19 
the time of the person's initial appearance, or within 10 days of the effective date of the 20 
revocation to the clerk or a magistrate designated by the clerk, and may specifically 21 
request that the hearing be conducted by a district court judge. The Administrative 22 
Office of the Courts must develop a hearing request form for any person requesting a 23 
hearing. Unless a district court judge is requested, the hearing must be conducted within 24 
the county by a magistrate assigned by the chief district court judge to conduct such 25 
hearings. If the person requests that a district court judge hold the hearing, the hearing 26 
must be conducted within the district court district as defined in G.S. 7A-133 by a 27 
district court judge assigned to conduct such hearings. The revocation remains in effect 28 
pending the hearing, but the hearing must be held within three working days following 29 
the request if the hearing is before a magistrate or within five working days if the 30 
hearing is before a district court judge. The request for the hearing must specify the 31 
grounds upon which the validity of the revocation is challenged and the hearing must be 32 
limited to the grounds specified in the request. A witness may submit his evidence by 33 
affidavit unless he is subpoenaed to appear. Any person who appears and testifies is 34 
subject to questioning by the judicial official conducting the hearing, and the judicial 35 
official may adjourn the hearing to seek additional evidence if he is not satisfied with 36 
the accuracy or completeness of evidence. The person contesting the validity of the 37 
revocation may, but is not required to, testify in his own behalf. Unless contested by the 38 
person requesting the hearing, the judicial official may accept as true any matter stated 39 
in the revocation report. If any relevant condition under subsection (b) is contested, the 40 
judicial official must find by the greater weight of the evidence that the condition was 41 
met in order to sustain the revocation. At the conclusion of the hearing the judicial 42 
official must enter an order sustaining or rescinding the revocation. The judicial 43 
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official's findings are without prejudice to the person contesting the revocation and to 1 
any other potential party as to any other proceedings, civil or criminal, that may involve 2 
facts bearing upon the conditions in subsection (b) considered by the judicial official. 3 
The decision of the judicial official is final and may not be appealed in the General 4 
Court of Justice. If the hearing is not held and completed within three working days of 5 
the written request for a hearing before a magistrate or within five working days of the 6 
written request for a hearing before a district court judge, the judicial official must enter 7 
an order rescinding the revocation, unless the person contesting the revocation 8 
contributed to the delay in completing the hearing. If the person requesting the hearing 9 
fails to appear at the hearing or any rescheduling thereof after having been properly 10 
notified, he forfeits his right to a hearing." 11 

SECTION 8.  G.S. 20-17.8(j)(2) reads as rewritten: 12 
"(2) The person: 13 

a. Was driving a vehicle that was not equipped with a functioning 14 
ignition interlock system; or 15 

b. Did not personally activate the ignition interlock system before 16 
driving the vehicle; or 17 

c. Drove the vehicle with an alcohol concentration of 0.04 or 18 
greater.in violation of an applicable alcohol concentration 19 
restriction prescribed by subdivision (b)(3) of this section."   20 

SECTION 9.  G.S. 20-28.3(m) reads as rewritten: 21 
"(m) Trial Priority. – District court trials of impaired driving offenses involving 22 

forfeitures of motor vehicles pursuant to G.S. 20-28.2 shall be scheduled on the 23 
arresting officer's next court date or within 30 days of the offense, whichever comes 24 
first. 25 

Once scheduled, the case shall not be continued unless all of the following 26 
conditions are met: 27 

(1) A written motion for continuance is filed with notice given to the 28 
opposing party prior to the motion being heard. 29 

(2) The judge makes a finding of a "compelling reason" for the 30 
continuance. 31 

(3) The motion and finding are attached to the court case record. 32 
Upon a determination of guilt, the issue of vehicle forfeiture shall be heard by the 33 

judge immediately, or as soon thereafter as feasible, and the judge shall issue the 34 
appropriate orders pursuant to G.S. 20-28.2(d). 35 

Should a defendant appeal the conviction to superior court, any party who has not 36 
previously been heard on a petition for pretrial release under subsections subsection (e1) 37 
or (e3) of this section or any party whose motor vehicle has not been the subject of a 38 
forfeiture hearing held pursuant to G.S. 20-28.2(d) may be heard on a petition for 39 
pretrial release pursuant to subsections subsection (e1) or (e3) of this section. The 40 
provisions of subsection (e) of this section shall also apply to seized motor vehicles 41 
pending trial in superior court. Where a motor vehicle was released pursuant to 42 
subsection (e) of this section pending trial in district court, the release of the motor 43 
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vehicle continues, and the terms and conditions of the original bond remain the same as 1 
those required for the initial release of the motor vehicle under subsection (e) of this 2 
section, pending the resolution of the underlying offense involving impaired driving in 3 
superior court." 4 

SECTION 10.  G.S. 20-118(c)(14) reads as rewritten: 5 
"(c) Exceptions. – The following exceptions apply to G.S. 20-118(b) and 6 

20-118(e). 7 
… 8 
(14) Subsections (b) and (e) of this section do not apply to a vehicle that 9 

meets all of the following conditions:conditions below, but all other 10 
enforcement provisions of this Article remain applicable: 11 
a. Is hauling aggregates from a distribution yard or a 12 

State-permitted production site within a North Carolina county 13 
contiguous to the North Carolina State border to a destination in 14 
an adjacent state as verified by a weight ticket in the driver's 15 
possession and available for inspection by enforcement 16 
personnel. 17 

b. Does not operate on an interstate highway or posted bridge. 18 
c. Does not exceed 69,850 pounds gross vehicle weight and 19 

53,850 pounds per axle grouping for tri-axle vehicles. For 20 
purposes of this subsection, a tri-axle vehicle is a single unit 21 
vehicle with a three consecutive axle group on which the 22 
respective distance between any two consecutive axles of the 23 
group, measured longitudinally center to center to the nearest 24 
foot, does not exceed eight feet. For purposes of this subsection, 25 
the tolerance provisions of subsection (h) of this section do not 26 
apply. 27 

d. All other enforcement provisions of this Article remain 28 
applicable." 29 

SECTION 11.  G.S. 20-146(a) reads as rewritten: 30 
"(a) Upon all roadways highways of sufficient width a vehicle shall be driven 31 

upon the right half of the highway except as follows: 32 
(1) When overtaking and passing another vehicle proceeding in the same 33 

direction under the rules governing such movement; 34 
(2) When an obstruction exists making it necessary to drive to the left of 35 

the center of the highway; provided, any person so doing shall yield 36 
the right-of-way to all vehicles traveling in the proper direction upon 37 
the unobstructed portion of the highway within such distance as to 38 
constitute an immediate hazard; 39 

(3) Upon a highway divided into three marked lanes for traffic under the 40 
rules applicable thereon; or 41 

(4) Upon a highway designated and signposted for one-way traffic." 42 
  43 
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SECTION 13.  Effective July 1, 2001, G.S. 23-30.1 reads as rewritten: 1 
"§ 23-30.1. Provisional release. 2 

Every person who has filed a petition under the provisions of G.S. 23-30 shall be 3 
brought before a judge within 72 hours after filing the petition and shall be provisionally 4 
released from imprisonment unless a hearing shall be held and the creditor shall 5 
establish that the prisoner has fraudulently concealed assets. If, at the time he is brought 6 
before a judge, the prisoner makes a showing of indigency, counsel shall be appointed 7 
for the prisoner in accordance with rules adopted by the Office of Indigent Defense 8 
Services. A provisional release under this section shall not constitute a discharge of the 9 
debtor, and the creditor may oppose the discharge by suggesting fraud even if he has 10 
unsuccessfully attempted to oppose the provisional release on the basis of fraudulent 11 
concealment. The debtor may be provisionally released even though actual service upon 12 
the creditor has not been accomplished if 72 hours has passed since the debtor delivered 13 
the notice to the sheriff for service upon the creditor." 14 

SECTION 14.(a)  G.S. 24-1.1E(a)(4) and (a)(6) read as rewritten: 15 
"(a) Definitions. – The following definitions apply for the purposes of this section: 16 

… 17 
(4) A "high-cost home loan" means a loan other than an open-end credit 18 

plan or a reverse mortgage transaction in which: 19 
a. The principal amount of the loan does not exceed the lesser of 20 

(i) the conforming loan size limit for a single-family dwelling 21 
as established from time to time by the Federal National 22 
Mortgage Association, Fannie Mae, or (ii) three hundred 23 
thousand dollars ($300,000); 24 

b. The borrower is a natural person; 25 
c. The debt is incurred by the borrower primarily for personal, 26 

family, or household purposes; 27 
d. The loan is secured by either (i) a security interest in a 28 

manufactured home (as defined in G.S. 143-147(7)) which is or 29 
will be occupied by the borrower as the borrower's principal 30 
dwelling, or (ii) a mortgage or deed of trust on real estate upon 31 
which there is located or there is to be located a structure or 32 
structures designed principally for occupancy of from one to 33 
four families which is or will be occupied by the borrower as 34 
the borrower's principal dwelling; and 35 

e. The terms of the loan exceed one or more of the thresholds as 36 
defined in subdivision (6) of this section. 37 

… 38 
(6) "Thresholds" means: 39 

a. Without regard to whether the loan transaction is or may be a 40 
"residential mortgage transaction" (as the term "residential 41 
mortgage transaction" is defined in section 226.2(a)(24) of Title 42 
12 of the Code of Federal Regulations, as amended from time to 43 
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time), the annual percentage rate of the loan at the time the loan 1 
is consummated is such that the loan is considered a "mortgage" 2 
under section 152 of the Home Ownership and Equity 3 
Protection Act of 1994 (Pub. Law 103-25, [15 U.S.C. § 4 
1602(aa)]), as the same may be amended from time to time, and 5 
regulations adopted pursuant thereto by the Federal Reserve 6 
Board, including section 226.32 of Title 12 of the Code of 7 
Federal Regulations, as the same may be amended from time to 8 
time; 9 

b. The total points and fees payable by the borrower at or before 10 
the loan closing exceed five percent (5%) of the total loan 11 
amount if the total loan amount is twenty thousand dollars 12 
($20,000) or more, or (ii) the lesser of eight percent (8%) of the 13 
total loan amount or one thousand dollars ($1,000), if the total 14 
loan amount is less than twenty thousand dollars ($20,000); 15 
provided, the following discount points and prepayment fees 16 
and penalties shall be excluded from the calculation of the total 17 
points and fees payable by the borrower: 18 
1. Up to and including two bona fide loan discount points 19 

payable by the borrower in connection with the loan 20 
transaction, but only if the interest rate from which the 21 
loan's interest rate will be discounted does not exceed by 22 
more than one percentage point (1%) the required net 23 
yield for a 90-day standard mandatory delivery 24 
commitment for a reasonably comparable loan from 25 
either the Federal National Mortgage Association Fannie 26 
Mae or the Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, 27 
whichever is greater; 28 

2. Up to and including one bona fide loan discount point 29 
payable by the borrower in connection with the loan 30 
transaction, but only if the interest rate from which the 31 
loan's interest rate will be discounted does not exceed by 32 
more than two percentage points (2%) the required net 33 
yield for a 90-day standard mandatory delivery 34 
commitment for a reasonably comparable loan from 35 
either the Federal National Mortgage Association Fannie 36 
Mae or the Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, 37 
whichever is greater; 38 

3. Prepayment fees and penalties which may be charged or 39 
collected under the terms of the loan documents which 40 
do not exceed one percent (1%) of the amount prepaid, 41 
provided the loan documents do not permit the lender to 42 
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charge or collect any prepayment fees or penalties more 1 
than 30 months after the loan closing; or". 2 

SECTION 14.(b)  G.S. 53-270.1(a)(3) reads as rewritten: 3 
"(a) A lender and a borrower may agree, in writing, that in addition to the 4 

principal and any interest accruing on the outstanding balance of a reverse mortgage 5 
loan, the lender may receive: 6 

… 7 
(3) The shared appreciation or shared value is paid in conjunction with a 8 

loan that: 9 
a. Is outstanding for 24 months or longer; and 10 
b. Either (i) is guaranteed or insured by an agency of the federal 11 

government, or (ii) has been originated under a reverse 12 
mortgage program approved by the Federal National Mortgage 13 
Association, Fannie Mae, the Government National Mortgage 14 
Association, or the Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, 15 
provided the loan is sold to one of those agencies or enterprises 16 
within 90 days of loan closing, or (iii) has been originated under 17 
a reverse mortgage program of a person, firm, or corporation 18 
approved as an authorized lender by the Commissioner; and 19 

c. Provides that the borrower receives additional economic benefit 20 
in exchange for paying the shared appreciation or shared value, 21 
including, but not limited to, larger monthly payments or a 22 
larger line of credit. The specific nature of the economic benefit 23 
shall be provided to the Commissioner with the other 24 
information about the reverse mortgage program required under 25 
G.S. 53-264 for dissemination to the reverse mortgage 26 
counselors; and 27 

d. At least 14 days prior to closing, the borrower receives a 28 
disclosure that explains the additional costs and benefits of 29 
shared appreciation or shared value and compares those costs 30 
and benefits with a comparable loan without shared 31 
appreciation or shared value. These costs and benefits shall also 32 
be included in the information required under G.S. 53-264." 33 

SECTION 14.(c)  G.S. 54-109.88(3) reads as rewritten: 34 
"(3) Assets which are issued by, fully guaranteed as to principal and 35 

interest by, or due from the U.S. government, its agencies, the Federal 36 
National Mortgage Association, Fannie Mae, or the Government 37 
National Mortgage Association." 38 

SECTION 14.(d)  G.S. 54B-187 reads as rewritten: 39 
"§ 54B-187.  Federal National Mortgage Association Fannie Mae obligations. 40 

A State association may invest in stock or other evidences of indebtedness or 41 
obligations of the Federal National Mortgage Association, Fannie Mae, or any successor 42 
thereto." 43 
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SECTION 14.(e)  G.S. 54C-136 reads as rewritten: 1 
"§ 54C-136.  Federal government-sponsored enterprise obligations. 2 

A savings bank may invest in stock or other evidences of indebtedness or obligations 3 
of the Federal National Mortgage Association, Fannie Mae, the Federal Home Loan 4 
Mortgage Corporation, or any other federal government sponsored enterprise, or any 5 
successor thereto." 6 

SECTION 14.(f)  G.S. 58-3-140 reads as rewritten: 7 
"§ 58-3-140.  Temporary contracts of insurance permitted. 8 

A lender engaged in making or servicing real estate mortgage or deed of trust loans 9 
on one to four family residences shall accept as evidence of insurance a temporary 10 
written contract of insurance meeting the requirements of G.S. 58-44-20(4) and issued 11 
by any duly licensed insurance agent, broker, or insurance company. 12 

Nothing herein prohibits the lender from refusing to accept a binder or from 13 
disapproving such insurer or agent provided such refusal or disapproval is reasonable. 14 

Such lender need not accept a binder unless such binder: 15 
(1) Includes: 16 

a. The name and address of the insured; 17

(a1) The term broker-in-charge within the meaning of this Chapter shall mean 37 
means a real estate broker who has been designated as the broker having responsibility 38 
for the supervision of real estate salesperson salespersons engaged in real estate 39 
brokerage at a particular real estate office and for other administrative and supervisory 40 
duties as the Commission shall prescribe by rule. 41 

(b) The term real estate salesperson within the meaning of this Chapter shall 42 
mean and include any person who under the supervision of a real estate broker 43 
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designated as broker-in-charge of a real estate office, for a compensation or valuable 1 
consideration is associated with or engaged by or on behalf of a licensed real estate 2 
broker to do, perform or deal in any act, acts or transactions set out or comprehended by 3 
the foregoing definition of real estate broker. 4 

(c) The provisions of this Chapter shall do not apply to and shall do not include: 5 
(1) Any person, partnership, corporation, limited liability company, 6 

association, or other business entity who, as owner or lessor, shall 7 
perform any of the acts aforesaid with reference to property owned or 8 
leased by them, where the acts are performed in the regular course of 9 
or as incident to the management of that property and the investment 10 
therein. 11 

(2) Any person acting as an attorney-in-fact under a duly executed power 12 
of attorney from the owner authorizing the final consummation of 13 
performance of any contract for the sale, lease or exchange of real 14 
estate. 15 

(3) The acts or services of an attorney-at-law. 16 
(4) Any person, while acting as a receiver, trustee in bankruptcy, guardian, 17 

administrator or executor or any person acting under order of any 18 
court. 19 

(5) Any person, while acting as a trustee under a trust agreement, deed of 20 
trust or will, or his that person's regular salaried employees. 21 

(6) Any salaried person employed by a licensed real estate broker, for and 22 
on behalf of the owner of any real estate or the improvements thereon, 23 
which the licensed broker has contracted to manage for the owner, if 24 
the salaried employee employee's employment is limited in his 25 
employment to: exhibiting units on the real estate to prospective 26 
tenants; providing the prospective tenants with information about the 27 
lease of the units; accepting applications for lease of the units; 28 
completing and executing preprinted form leases; and accepting 29 
security deposits and rental payments for the units only when the 30 
deposits and rental payments are made payable to the owner or the 31 
broker employed by the owner. The salaried employee shall not 32 
negotiate the amount of security deposits or rental payments and shall 33 
not negotiate leases or any rental agreements on behalf of the owner or 34 
broker. 35 

(7) Any owner who personally leases or sells his the owner's own 36 
property. 37 

(8) Any housing authority organized in accordance with the provisions of 38 
Chapter 157 of the General Statutes and any regular salaried 39 
employees of the housing authority when performing acts authorized 40 
in this Chapter as to any property owned or leased by the housing 41 
authority. This exception shall not apply to any person, partnership, 42 
corporation, limited liability company, association, or other business 43 
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entity that contracts with a housing authority to sell or manage 1 
property owned or leased by the housing authority." 2 

SECTION 23.(b)  G.S. 93A-6 reads as rewritten: 3 
"§ 93A-6.  Disciplinary action by Commission. 4 

(a) The Commission shall have has power to take disciplinary action. Upon its 5 
own initiative, or on the complaint of any person, the Commission may investigate the 6 
actions of any person or entity licensed under this Chapter, or any other person or entity 7 
who shall assume to act in such capacity. If the Commission finds probable cause that a 8 
licensee has violated any of the provisions of this Chapter, the Commission may hold a 9 
hearing on the allegations of misconduct. 10 

The Commission shall have has power to suspend or revoke at any time a license 11 
issued under the provisions of this Chapter, or to reprimand or censure any licensee, if, 12 
following a hearing, the Commission adjudges the licensee to be guilty of: 13 

(1) Making any willful or negligent misrepresentation or any willful or 14 
negligent omission of material fact. 15 

(2) Making any false promises of a character likely to influence, persuade, 16 
or induce. 17 

(3) Pursuing a course of misrepresentation or making of false promises 18 
through agents, salespersons, advertising or otherwise. 19 

(4) Acting for more than one party in a transaction without the knowledge 20 
of all parties for whom he or she acts. 21 

(5) Accepting a commission or valuable consideration as a real estate 22 
salesperson for the performance of any of the acts specified in this 23 
Article or Article 4 of this Chapter, from any person except his or her 24 
broker-in-charge or licensed broker by whom he or she is employed. 25 

(6) Representing or attempting to represent a real estate broker other than 26 
the broker by whom he or she is engaged or associated, without the 27 
express knowledge and consent of the broker with whom he or she is 28 
associated. 29 

(7) Failing, within a reasonable time, to account for or to remit any 30 
moneys monies coming into his or her possession which belong to 31 
others. 32 

(8) Being unworthy or incompetent to act as a real estate broker or 33 
salesperson in a manner as to endanger the interest of the public. 34 

(9) Paying a commission or valuable consideration to any person for acts 35 
or services performed in violation of this Chapter. 36 

(10) Any other conduct which constitutes improper, fraudulent or dishonest 37 
dealing. 38 

(11) Performing or undertaking to perform any legal service, as set forth in 39 
G.S. 84-2.1, or any other acts constituting the practice of law. 40 

(12) Commingling the money or other property of his or her principals with 41 
his or her own or failure to maintain and deposit in a trust or escrow 42 
account in an insured bank or savings and loan association in North 43 
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Carolina all money received by him or her as a real estate licensee 1 
acting in that capacity, or an escrow agent, or the temporary custodian 2 
of the funds of others, in a real estate transaction; provided, these 3 
accounts shall not bear interest unless the principals authorize in 4 
writing the deposit be made in an interest bearing account and also 5 
provide for the disbursement of the interest accrued. 6 

(13) Failing to deliver, within a reasonable time, a completed copy of any 7 
purchase agreement or offer to buy and sell real estate to the buyer and 8 
to the seller. 9 

(14) Failing, at the time the transaction is consummated, to deliver to the 10 
seller in every real estate transaction, a complete detailed closing 11 
statement showing all of the receipts and disbursements handled by 12 
him or her for the seller or failing to deliver to the buyer a complete 13 
statement showing all money received in the transaction from the 14 
buyer and how and for what it was disbursed. 15 

(15) Violating any rule or regulation promulgated by the Commission. 16 
The Executive Director shall transmit a certified copy of all final orders of the 17 

Commission suspending or revoking licenses issued under this Chapter to the clerk of 18 
superior court of the county in which the licensee maintains his or her principal place of 19 
business. The clerk shall enter these orders upon the judgment docket of the county. 20 

(b) Following a hearing, the Commission shall also have power to suspend or 21 
revoke any license issued under the provisions of this Chapter or to reprimand or 22 
censure any licensee when: 23 

(1) The licensee has obtained a license by false or fraudulent 24 
representation; 25 

(2) The licensee has been convicted or has entered a plea of guilty or no 26 
contest upon which final judgment is entered by a court of competent 27 
jurisdiction in this State, or any other state, of the criminal offenses of: 28 
embezzlement, obtaining money under false pretense, fraud, forgery, 29 
conspiracy to defraud, or any other offense involving moral turpitude 30 
which would reasonably affect the licensee's performance in the real 31 
estate business; 32 

(3) The licensee has violated any of the provisions of G.S. 93A-6(a) when 33 
selling, leasing, or buying his the licensee's own property; 34 

(4) The broker's unlicensed employee, who is exempt from the provisions 35 
of this Chapter under G.S. 93A-2(c)(6), has committed, in the regular 36 
course of business, any act which, if committed by the broker, would 37 
constitute a violation of G.S. 93A-6(a) for which the broker could be 38 
disciplined; or 39 

(5) The licensee, who is also a State-licensed or State-certified real estate 40 
appraiser pursuant to Chapter 93E of the General Statutes, has violated 41 
any provisions of Chapter 93E of the General Statutes and has been 42 
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reprimanded or has had his an appraiser license or certificate 1 
suspended or revoked by the Appraisal Board. 2 

(c) The Commission may appear in its own name in superior court in actions for 3 
injunctive relief to prevent any person from violating the provisions of this Chapter or 4 
rules promulgated by the Commission. The superior court shall have the power to grant 5 
these injunctions even if criminal prosecution has been or may be instituted as a result 6 
of the violations, or whether the person is a licensee of the Commission. 7 

(d) Each broker shall maintain complete records showing the deposit, 8 
maintenance, and withdrawal of money or other property owned by his the broker's 9 
principals or held in escrow or in trust for his the broker's principals. The Commission 10 
may inspect these records periodically, without prior notice and may also inspect these 11 
records whenever the Commission determines that they are pertinent to an investigation 12 
of any specific complaint against a licensee. 13 

(e) When a person or entity licensed under this Chapter is accused of any act, 14 
omission, or misconduct which would subject the licensee to disciplinary action, the 15 
licensee, with the consent and approval of the Commission, may surrender his or its the 16 
license and all the rights and privileges pertaining to it for a period of time established 17 
by the Commission. A person or entity who surrenders his or its a license shall not 18 
thereafter be eligible for or submit any application for licensure as a real estate broker or 19 
salesperson during the period of license surrender." 20

"§ 93A-16.  Real Estate Recovery Fund created; payment to fund; management. 22 

(a) There is hereby created a special fund to be known as the "Real Estate 23 
Recovery Fund" which shall be set aside and maintained by the North Carolina Real 24 
Estate Commission. Said The fund shall be used in the manner provided under this 25 
Article for the payment of unsatisfied judgments where the aggrieved person has 26 
suffered a direct monetary loss by reason of certain acts committed by any real estate 27 
broker or salesperson licensed under this Chapter.

(b) On September 1, 1979, the Commission shall transfer the sum of one hundred 29 
thousand dollars ($100,000) from its expense reserve fund to the Real Estate Recovery 30

(c) The Commission shall invest and reinvest the moneys monies in the Real 39 
Estate Recovery Fund in the same manner as provided by law for the investment of 40 
funds by the clerk of superior court. The proceeds from such investments shall be 41 
deposited to the credit of the fund. 42 
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(d) The Commission shall have the authority to adopt reasonable rules and 1 
procedures not inconsistent with the provisions of this Article, to provide for the 2 
orderly, fair and efficient administration and payment of monies held in the Real Estate 3 
Recovery Fund." 4

Upon such application by an aggrieved person, the Commission shall conduct a 7

to satisfy the judgment, stating the amount realized and the balance 26 
remaining due on the judgment after application of the amount 27 
realized; and 28 

(7) He has Has diligently pursued his remedies including attempted the 29 
aggrieved person's remedies, which include attempting execution on 30 
the judgment against all the judgment debtors debtors, which 31 
execution has been returned unsatisfied. In addition to that, he knows 32 
Knows of no assets of the judgment debtor and that he has attempted 33 
collection from all other persons who may be liable to him in for the 34 
transaction for which he the aggrieved person seeks payment from the 35 
Real Estate Recovery Fund if there be any such other persons." 36 

SECTION 23.(e)  G.S. 93A-19 reads as rewritten: 37 
"§ 93A-19.  Response and defense by Commission and judgment debtor; proof of 38 

conversion. 39 
(a) Whenever the Commission proceeds upon an application as set forth in this 40 

Article, counsel for the Commission may defend such action on behalf of the fund and 41 
shall have recourse to all appropriate means of defense, including the examination of 42 
witnesses. The judgment debtor may defend such action on his or her own behalf and 43

shall have recourse to all appropriate means of defense, including the examination of 1 
witnesses. Counsel for the Commission and the judgment debtor may file responses to 2 
the application, setting forth answers and defenses.

If at any 4 
time it appears there are no triable issues of fact and the application for payment from 5 
the fund is without merit, the Commission shall dismiss the application. A motion to 6

(b) A purchaser of a time share may in accordance with G.S. 47-18 register the 7 
time share instrument by which he the purchaser acquired his the interest and upon such 8 
registration shall be entitled to the protection provided by Chapter 47 of the General 9 
Statutes for the recordation of other real property instruments. A time share instrument 10 
transferring or encumbering a time share shall not be rejected for recordation because of 11 
the nature or duration of that estate, provided all other requirements necessary to make 12 
an instrument recordable are complied with. 13 

(c) The developer shall record or cause to be recorded a time share instrument: 14 
(1) Not less than six days nor more than 45 days following the execution 15 

of the contract of sale by the purchaser; or 16 
(2) Not later than 180 days following the execution of the contract of sale 17 

by the purchaser, provided that all payments made by the purchaser 18 
shall be placed by the developer with an independent escrow agent 19 
upon the expiration of the 10-day escrow period provided by G.S. 20 
93A-45(c). 21 

(d) The independent escrow agent provided by G.S. 93A-42(c)(2) shall deposit 22 
and maintain the purchaser's payments in an insured trust or escrow account in a bank or 23 
savings and loan association located in this State. The trust or escrow account may be 24 
interest-bearing and the interest earned shall belong to the developer, if agreed upon in 25 
writing by the purchaser; Provided, however, if the time share instrument is not 26 
recorded within the time periods specified in this section, then the interest earned shall 27 
belong to the purchaser. The independent escrow agent shall return all payments to the 28 
purchaser at the expiration of 180 days following the execution of the contract of sale 29 
by the purchaser, unless prior to that time the time share instrument has been recorded. 30 
However, if prior to the expiration of 180 days following the execution of the contract 31 
of sale, the developer and the purchaser provide their written consent to the independent 32 
escrow agent, the developer's obligation to record the time share instrument and the 33 
escrow period may be extended for an additional period of 120 days. Upon recordation 34 
of the time share instrument, the independent escrow agent shall pay the purchaser's 35 
funds to the developer. Upon request by the Commission, the independent escrow agent 36 
shall promptly make available to the Commission inspection of records of money held 37 
by him.the independent escrow agent. 38 

(e) In no event shall the developer be required to record a time share instrument 39 
if the purchaser is in default of his the purchaser's obligations. 40 

(f) Recordation under the provisions of this section of the time share instrument 41 
shall constitute delivery of that instrument from the developer to the purchaser." 42 

SECTION 23.(j)  G.S. 93A-45(d) reads as rewritten: 43 
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"(d) If a developer fails to provide a purchaser to whom a time share is transferred 1 
with the statement as required by subsection (a), the purchaser, in addition to any rights 2 
to damages or other relief, is entitled to receive from the developer an amount equal to 3 
ten percent (10%) of the sales price of the time share not to exceed three thousand 4 
dollars ($3,000). A receipt signed by the purchaser stating that he the purchaser has 5 
received the statement required by subsection (a) is prima facie evidence of delivery of 6 
such the statement." 7

"§ 93A-48.  Exchange programs. 9 

(a) If a purchaser is offered the opportunity to subscribe to any exchange 10 
program, the developer shall, except as provided in subsection (b), deliver to the 11 
purchaser, prior to the execution of (i) any contract between the purchaser and the 12 
exchange company, and (ii) the sales contract, at least the following information 13 
regarding such the exchange program: 14 

(1) The name and address of the exchange company; 15

company; 18 

(3) Whether the exchange company or any of its officers or directors has 19 
any legal or beneficial interest in any developer or managing agent for 20 
any time share project participating in the exchange program and, if so, 21 
the name and location of the time share project and the nature of the  22 
interest; 23 

(4) Unless the exchange company is also the developer a statement that 24 
the purchaser's contract with the exchange company is a contract 25 
separate and distinct from the sales contract; 26 

(5) Whether the purchaser's participation in the exchange program is 27 
dependent upon the continued affiliation of the time share project with 28 
the exchange program; 29 

(6) Whether the purchaser's membership or participation, or both, in the 30 
exchange program is voluntary or mandatory; 31 

(7) A complete and accurate description of the terms and conditions of the 32 
purchaser's contractual relationship with the exchange company and 33 
the procedure by which changes thereto may be made; 34 

(8) A complete and accurate description of the procedure to qualify for 35 
and effectuate exchanges; 36 

(9) A complete and accurate description of all limitations, restrictions, or 37 
priorities employed in the operation of the  exchange program, 38 
including, but not limited to, limitations on exchanges based on 39 
seasonality, unit size, or levels of occupancy, expressed in boldfaced 40 
type, and, in the event that such limitations, restrictions, or priorities 41 
are not uniformly applied by the exchange program, a clear description 42 
of the manner in which they are applied; 43 
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(10) Whether exchanges are arranged on a space available basis and 1 
whether any guarantees of fulfillment of specific requests for 2 
exchanges are made by the exchange program; 3 

(11) Whether and under what circumstances an owner, in dealing with the 4 
exchange company, may lose the use and occupancy of his the owner's 5 
time share in any properly applied for exchange without his being 6 
provided with substitute accommodations by the exchange company; 7 

(12) The expenses, fees or range of fees for participation by owners in the 8 
exchange program, a statement whether any such fees may be altered 9 
by the exchange company, and the circumstances under which 10 
alterations may be made; 11 

(13) The name and address of the site of each time share project  or other 12 
property which is participating in the exchange program; 13 

(14) The number of units in each project or other property participating in 14 
the exchange program which are available for occupancy and which 15 
qualify for participation in the exchange program, expressed within the 16 
following numerical groupings, 1-5, 6-10, 11-20, 21-50 and 51, and 17 
over; 18 

(15) The number of owners with respect to each time share project or other 19 
property which are eligible to participate in the exchange program 20 
expressed within the following numerical groupings, 1-100, 101-249, 21 
250-499, 500-999, and 1,000 and over, and a statement of the criteria 22 
used to determine those owners who are currently eligible to 23 
participate in the exchange program; 24 

(16) The disposition made by the exchange company of time shares 25 
deposited with the exchange program by owners eligible to participate 26 
in the exchange program and not used by the exchange company in 27 
effecting exchanges; 28 

(17) The following information which, except as provided in subsection (b) 29 
below, shall be independently audited by a certified public accountant 30 
in accordance with the standards of the Accounting Standards Board of 31 
the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants and reported 32 
for each year no later than July 1, of the succeeding year: 33 
a. The number of owners enrolled in the exchange program and 34 

such numbers shall disclose the relationship between the 35 
exchange company and owners as being either fee paying or 36 
gratuitous in nature; 37 

b. The number of time share projects or other properties eligible to 38 
participate in the exchange program categorized by those 39 
having a contractual relationship between the developer or the 40 
association and the exchange company and those having solely 41 
a contractual relationship between the exchange company and 42 
owners directly; 43 
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c. The percentage of confirmed exchanges, which shall be the 1 
number of exchanges confirmed by the exchange company 2 
divided by the number of exchanges properly applied for, 3 
together with a complete and accurate statement of the criteria 4 
used to determine whether an exchange requested was properly 5 
applied for; 6 

d. The number of time shares or other intervals for which the 7 
exchange company has an outstanding obligation to provide an 8 
exchange to an owner who relinquished a time share or interval 9 
during the year in exchange for a time share or interval in any 10 
future year; and 11 

e. The number of exchanges confirmed by the exchange company 12 
during the year; and 13 

(18) A statement in boldfaced type to the effect that the percentage 14 
described in subparagraph (17)c. of subsection (a)sub-subdivision c. of 15 
subdivision (17) of this subsection is a summary of the exchange 16 
requests entered with the exchange company in the period reported and 17 
that the percentage does not indicate a purchaser's/owner's 18 
probabilities of being confirmed to any specific choice or range of 19 
choices, since availability at individual locations may vary. 20 

The purchaser shall certify in writing to the receipt of the information required by 21 
this subsection and any other information which the Commissioners Commission may 22 
by rule require. 23 

(b) The information required by subdivisions (a), (2), (3), (13), (14), (15), and 24 
(17) shall be accurate as of December 31 of the year preceding the year in which the 25 
information is delivered, except for information delivered within the first 180 days of 26 
any calendar year which shall be accurate as of December 31 of the year two years 27 
preceding the year in which the information is delivered to the purchaser. The remaining 28 
information required by subsection (a) shall be accurate as of a date which is no more 29 
than 30 days prior to the date on which the information is delivered to the purchaser.

Statutes in the advertising or promotion of time shares for sale, or 43 
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failing to assure such compliance by persons engaged on behalf of a 1 
developer; 2 

(12) Failing to comply with the provisions of G.S. 93A-48 in furnishing 3 
complete and accurate information to purchasers concerning any 4 
exchange program which may be offered to such purchaser; 5 

(13) Making any false or fraudulent representation on an application for 6 
registration; 7 

(14) Violating any rule or regulation promulgated by the Commission; 8 
(15) Failing to record or cause to be recorded a time share instrument as 9 

required by G.S. 93A-42(c), or failing to provide a purchaser the 10 
protection against liens required by G.S. 93A-57(a); or 11 

(16) Failing as a time share project broker to exercise reasonable and 12 
adequate supervision of the conduct of sales at his a project or location 13 
by the brokers and salespersons under his the time share project 14 
broker's control. 15 

(a1) The clear proceeds of fines collected pursuant to subsection (a) of this section 16 
shall be remitted to the Civil Penalty and Forfeiture Fund in accordance with G.S. 17 
115C-457.2. 18 

(b) Following a hearing, the Commission shall also have power to suspend or 19 
revoke any certificate of registration issued under the provisions of this Article or to 20 
reprimand or censure any developer when the registrant has been convicted or has 21 
entered a plea of guilty or no contest upon which final judgment is entered by a court of 22 
competent jurisdiction in this State, or any other state, of the criminal offenses of: 23 
embezzlement, obtaining money under false pretense, fraud, forgery, conspiracy to 24 
defraud, or any other offense involving moral turpitude which would reasonably affect 25 
the developer's performance in the time share business.

other property rights or interests, the member may, within 60 days after the expiration of 10 
the 30-day period, file a petition in the superior court of the county in which the 11 
association has its registered office or principal place of business asking for the 12 
appointment by the clerk of the superior court of that county of three qualified and 13 
disinterested appraisers to appraise the fair market value of such the stock or other 14 
property rights or interests. A summons as in other cases of special proceedings, 15 
together with a copy of the petition, shall be served on the association at least 10 days 16 
prior to the hearing of the petition by the court. The award of the appraisers, or a 17 
majority of them, if no exceptions be are filed thereto within 10 days after the award 18 
shall have been is filed in court, shall be confirmed by the court, and when confirmed 19 
shall be final and conclusive, and theconclusive. The member, upon depositing with the 20 
court the proper stock certificates or other evidence of such property rights or interests, 21 
shall be entitled to judgment against the association for the appraised value thereof as of 22 
the day prior to the date on which the vote was taken, together with interest thereon to 23 
the date of such the confirmation. If either party files exceptions to such the award 24 
within 10 days after the award shall have beenis filed in court, the case shall be 25 
transferred to the civil issue docket of the superior court for trial during term and shall 26 
be there tried in the same manner, as near as may be practicable, as is provided in 27

The term "hospital service plan" as used in this Article and Article 66 of this Chapter 5 
includes the contracting for certain fees for, or furnishing of, hospital care, laboratory 6 
facilities, X-ray facilities, drugs, appliances, anesthesia, nursing care, operating and 7 
obstetrical equipment, accommodations and/or any and all other services authorized or 8 
permitted to be furnished by a hospital under the laws of the State of North Carolina and 9 
approved by the North Carolina Hospital Association and/or the American Medical 10 
Association. 11 

The term "medical service plan" as used in this Article and Article 66 of this Chapter 12 
includes the contracting for the payment of fees toward, or furnishing of, medical, 13 
obstetrical, surgical and/or any other professional services authorized or permitted to be 14 
furnished by a duly licensed physician, except that in any plan in any policy of 15 
insurance governed by this Article and Article 66 of this Chapter that includes services 16 
which are within the scope of practice of a duly licensed optometrist, a duly licensed 17 
chiropractor, a duly licensed psychologist, a duly licensed pharmacist, an advanced 18 
practice registered nurse, a duly certified licensed clinical social worker, a duly certified 19 
substance abuse professional, a duly certified fee-based practicing pastoral counselor, a 20 
duly licensed physician assistant, and a duly licensed physician, then the insured or 21 
beneficiary shall have the right to choose the provider of the care or service, and shall 22 
be entitled to payment of or reimbursement for such care or service, whether the 23 
provider be a duly licensed optometrist, a duly licensed chiropractor, a duly licensed 24 
psychologist, a duly licensed pharmacist, an advanced practice registered nurse, a duly 25 
certified licensed clinical social worker, a duly certified substance abuse professional, a 26 
duly certified fee-based practicing pastoral counselor, a duly licensed physician 27 
assistant, or a duly licensed physician notwithstanding any provision to the contrary 28 
contained in such policy. The term "medical services plan" also includes the contracting 29 
for the payment of fees toward, or furnishing of, professional medical services 30 
authorized or permitted to be furnished by a duly licensed provider of health services 31 
licensed under Chapter 90 of the General Statutes. 32

(c) For purposes of this section, an "advanced practice registered nurse" means 34 

only a registered nurse who is duly licensed or certified as a nurse practitioner, clinical 35 
specialist in psychiatric and mental health nursing, or nurse midwife. 36 

For the purposes of this section, a "duly certified licensed clinical social worker" is a 37 
"certified licensed clinical social worker" as defined in G.S. 90B-3(2) and certified 38 
licensed by the North Carolina Social Work Certification and Licensure Board for 39 
Social Work pursuant to Chapter 90B of the General Statutes. 40 

For purposes of this section, a "duly certified fee-based practicing pastoral 41 
counselor" shall be defined only to include fee-based practicing pastoral counselors 42

and/or dental service plan, or any or all of them. 36

with respect to contracts, organizations, policies or otherwise means a health care 38 
service provider who has agreed to accept, from a corporation organized for the 39 
purposes authorized by this Article and Article 66 of this Chapter or other applicable 40 
law, special reimbursement terms in exchange for providing services to beneficiaries of 41 
a plan administered pursuant to this Article and Article 66 of this Chapter. Except to the 42 
extent prohibited either by G.S. 58-65-140 or by regulations promulgated by the 43 
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Department of Insurance not inconsistent with this Article and Article 66 of this 1 
Chapter, the contractual terms and conditions for special reimbursement shall be those 2 
which the corporation and preferred provider find to be mutually agreeable. 3

Upon proceeding, the driver of the vehicle shall cross the track 34 
in a gear that allows the driver to cross the track without changing gears and the driver 35 
shall not change gears while crossing the track or tracks. 36

(1) At railroad tracks used exclusively for industrial switching purposes 39 
within a business district.

(c) It shall be unlawful to transport by motor vehicle upon the highways of this 9 
State any hazardous material without conspicuously marking or placarding the motor 10 
vehicle on each side and on the rear with the word "DANGEROUS" or the common or 11 
generic name of the article transported or its principal hazard. Additionally, the rear of 12 
any such vehicle shall be conspicuously marked with the words "THIS VEHICLE 13 
STOPS AT RAILROAD CROSSINGS" or "WE STOP AT RR CROSSINGS." A 14 
person violating the provisions of this subsection section shall be guilty of an infraction 15 
and punished in accordance with G.S. 20-176. Violation of this section shall not 16 
constitute negligence per se.

(6) A new, renewal, replacement or reissuance fee for an unarmed 21 
registration identification card in an amount not to exceed thirty 22 
dollars ($30.00); 23 

(7) An application fee for an armed security guard firearm registration 24 
permit not to exceed fifty dollars ($50.00); 25 

(8) A new, renewal, replacement, or reissuance fee for an armed security 26 
guard firearm registration permit not to exceed thirty dollars ($30.00); 27 

(9) An application fee for certification as a certified trainer not to exceed 28 
fifty dollars ($50.00); 29 

(10) A renewal or replacement fee for certified trainer certification not to 30 
exceed twenty-five dollars ($25.00); 31 

(11) A new nonresident temporary permit fee not to exceed one hundred 32 
dollars ($100.00); 33 

(12) An unarmed registration transfer fee not to exceed fifteen dollars 34 
($15.00); 35 

(13) A branch office license fee not to exceed fifty dollars ($50.00); and 36 
(14) A special limited guard and patrol license fee not to exceed one 37 

hundred dollars ($100.00). 38 
Except as provided in G.S. 74C-13(k), all fees collected pursuant to this section shall be 39 
expended, under the direction of the Board, for the purpose of defraying the expenses of 40 
administering this Chapter. 41 

(f) A license or trainee permit granted under the provisions of this Chapter may 42 
be renewed by the Private Protective Services Board upon notification by the licensee or 43 
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permit holder to the Administrator Director of intended renewal, the payment of the 1 
proper fee, and evidence of a policy of liability insurance as prescribed in G.S. 2 
74C-10(e). 3 

The renewal shall be finalized before the expiration date of the license. In no event 4 
will renewal be granted more than three months after the date of expiration of a license 5 
or trainee permit. 6 

(g) Upon notification of approval of his application by the Board, an applicant 7 
must furnish evidence that he has obtained the necessary liability insurance required by 8 
G.S. 74C-10 and obtain the license applied for or his application shall lapse. 9 

(h) Trainee permits shall not be issued to applicants that qualify for a private 10 
detective license. A licensed private detective may supervise no more than five trainees 11 
at any given time."

(2) Statements of any criminal records obtained from the appropriate 33 
authority in each area where the employee has resided within the 34 
immediately preceding 48 months.

(b) A security guard and patrol company may not employ an unarmed security 36 
guard unless the guard has a registration card issued under subsection (d) of this section. 37 
A person engaged in a private protective services profession may not employ an armed 38 
security guard unless the guard has a firearm registration permit issued under G.S. 39 
74C-13.

service under the rules and regulations of the Law Enforcement Officers' Retirement 25 
System may not be diminished and may be purchased as creditable service with this 26 
Retirement System under the same conditions that would have otherwise applied." 27
