A BILL TO BEENTITLED

AN ACT TO CLARIFY THE PERFORMANCE MEASURES ON WHICH
COMMUNITY COLLEGES ARE EVALUATED FOR THE PURPOSE OF
PERFORMANCE BUDGETING.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. G.S. 115D-31.3(e) reads as rewritten:
"(e) Mandatory Performance Measures. — The State Board of Community

Colleges shall evaluate each college on the following 12 performance standards:
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Progress of basic skills students,
Passing rate for licensure and certification examinations,

Goal completion of program cempleters—and—noncompleters;

completers,
Employment status of graduates,

Performance of students who transfer to the university system,

Passing rates in developmental courses,

Success rates of developmental students in subsequent college-level
courses,

The level of satisfaction of students who complete programs and those
who do not complete programs,

Curriculum student retention and graduation,

Employer satisfaction with graduates,

Client satisfaction with customized training, and

Program enrollment.”

SECTION 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 2001.
