A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO ESTABLISH AN AVID TEACHER
TRAINING PROGRAM AT THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH CAROLINA AT
CHARLOTTE.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to State Aid to
Local School Administrative Units the sum of five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000)
for the 2001-2002 fiscal year and the sum of five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000)
for the 2002-2003 fiscal year to establish an AVID (Advancement Via Individual
Determination) Teacher Training Program at the University of North Carolina at
Charlotte. The AVID Teacher Training Program shall train teachers who are working
directly with students in AVID Programs in grades six through 12 in the Charlotte-
Mecklenburg School System.
The Charlotte-Mecklenburg School System and the University of North
Carolina at Charlotte shall jointly administer the AVID Teacher Training Program.
SECTION 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 2001.
