--RECONSTITUTION OF NORTH CAROLINA BOARD OF MORTUARY 15 
SCIENCE EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2003 16 

SECTION 4.2.(a)  G.S. 90-210.18 reads as rewritten: 17 
"§ 90-210.18.  Construction of Article; State Board; members; election; 18 

qualifications; term; vacancies. 19 
(a) The General Assembly declares that the practice of funeral service affects the 20 

public health, safety and welfare, and is subject to regulation and control in the public 21 
interest. The public interest requires that only qualified persons be permitted to practice 22 
funeral service in North Carolina, and that the profession merit the confidence of the 23 
public. This Article shall be liberally construed to accomplish these ends. 24 

(b) The North Carolina Board of Mortuary Science is created and shall regulate 25 
the practice of funeral service in this State. The Board shall have nine twelve members 26 
as follows: 27 

(1) Four funeral service licensees or persons holding both funeral 28 
director's license and an embalmer's license,  Four members appointed 29 
by the Governor, three of which shall be either a licensed funeral 30 
director or a funeral service licensee. 31 

(2) Two persons holding a funeral director's license or a funeral service 32 
license, and Four members appointed by the General Assembly upon 33 
the recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives, 34 
two of which shall be either a licensed funeral director or a funeral 35 
service licensee. 36 

(3) Three public members.Four members appointed by the General 37 
Assembly upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of 38 
the Senate, three of which shall be either a licensed funeral director or 39 
a funeral service licensee. 40 

The public members of the Board may neither be licensed under this Article nor 41 
employed by a person who is.  To establish staggered terms, the Governor, the General 42 
Assembly, upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives, 43 
and the General Assembly, upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of 44 
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the Senate, each, shall initially appoint one member to serve one year, one member to 1 
serve two years, and two members to serve three years. A vacancy shall be filled for an 2 
unexpired term by the appointing authority. 3 

(b1) A member's term shall be three years and shall expire on December 31 June 4 
30 or when his or her that member's successor has been duly elected or appointed. 5 
appointed, whichever is later. No member may serve more than two complete 6 
consecutive terms. All members of the Board shall have full voting authority. 7 

(b2) The six seats on the Board for licensees shall be filled in an election in which 8 
every person licensed to practice embalming, funeral directing, or funeral service in this 9 
State may vote. No licensee may be nominated, elected, or serve unless he holds a North 10 
Carolina license in the class designated for the seat and unless the licensee is engaged in 11 
full-time employment in this State in a practice authorized by the licensee's license. Any 12 
vacancy occurring in an elective seat on the Board shall be filled for the unexpired term 13 
by majority vote of the remaining Board members. 14 

(b3) The Governor, the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the 15 
President Pro Tempore of the Senate, and the General Assembly upon the 16 
recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives shall each appoint one 17 
public member to the Board. The public members of the Board may neither be licensed 18 
under this Article nor employed by a person who is. A vacancy occurring in a public 19 
member's seat shall be filled for the unexpired term by the appointing official.  20 

(c) Nominations and elections of members of the North Carolina State Board of 21 
Mortuary Science shall be as follows: 22 

(1) An election shall be held each year to elect two persons for 23 
membership on the Board of Mortuary Science, each to take office on 24 
the first day of January following the election. If in any year the 25 
election of a member of the Board is not completed by January 1, the 26 
member elected that year shall take office immediately after 27 
completion of the election. 28 

(2) Every embalmer, funeral director and funeral service licensee with a 29 
current North Carolina license shall be eligible to vote in all elections. 30 
The holding of such a license to practice in North Carolina shall 31 
constitute registration to vote in such elections. The list of licensed 32 
embalmers, funeral directors and funeral service licensees shall 33 
constitute the registration list for elections. 34 

(3) All elections shall be conducted by the State Board of Mortuary 35 
Science which is hereby constituted a Board of Mortuary Science 36 
Elections. If a member of the State Board of Mortuary Science whose 37 
position is to be filled at any election is nominated to succeed himself 38 
and does not withdraw his name, he shall be disqualified to serve as a 39 
member of the Board of Mortuary Science Elections for that election 40 
and the remaining members of the Board of Mortuary Science 41 
Elections shall proceed and function without his participation. 42 

(4) Nomination of candidates for election shall be made to the Board of 43 
Mortuary Science Elections by a written petition signed by not less 44 
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than 20 embalmers, funeral directors or funeral service licensees 1 
licensed to practice in North Carolina, and filed with said Board of 2 
Mortuary Science Elections subsequent to the first day of May of the 3 
year in which the election is to be held and not later than midnight of 4 
the first day of August of such year, or not later than such earlier date 5 
(not before July 1) as may be set by the Board of Mortuary Science 6 
Elections: Provided, that not less than 10 days' notice of such earlier 7 
date shall be given to all embalmers, funeral directors and funeral 8 
service licensees qualified to sign a petition of nomination. 9 

(5) Any person who is nominated as provided in subdivision (4) above 10 
may withdraw his name by written notice delivered to the Board of 11 
Mortuary Science Elections or its designated secretary at any time 12 
prior to the closing of the polls in any election.

Members of the Board shall serve 13 
three-year terms so staggered that the terms of three members expire in one year, the 14 
terms of two three members expire in the next year, and the terms of two three members 15 
expire in the third year of each three-year period. The members of the Board shall elect 16 
one of their members to serve as chairman of the Board for a term of one year. The 17 
Governor may remove any member of the Board appointed by the Governor for 18 
misconduct, incompetency, or neglect of duty. The General Assembly may remove any 19 
member appointed by it for the same reasons. Successors shall be appointed by the 20 
appointing authority making the original appointment. All vacancies occurring on the 21 
Board shall be filled, for the unexpired term, by the appointing authority making the 22 
original appointment. Vacancies in appointments made by the General Assembly shall 23 
be filled in accordance with G.S. 120-122. Initial terms of office commenced July 1, 24 
1994." 25 

SECTION 4.4.(b)  The terms of Henry Faircloth, Stephanie Simpson, and 26 
David Hoyle, Jr. shall run for an initial period of three years beginning July 1, 2002.  27

House of Representatives. All appointments by the General Assembly shall be subject 11 
to the provisions of G.S. 120-121, and vacancies in the positions filled by those 12 
appointments shall be filled pursuant to G.S. 120-122. One of those persons appointed 13 
by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the 14 
Senate and all five six persons appointed by the General Assembly upon the 15 
recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives shall be licensees 16 
under this Chapter; all other appointees may not be licensees of the Board nor licensed 17 
by the Board while serving as Board members. All persons appointed shall serve terms 18 
of three years. With the exception of the Attorney General or his designated 19 
representative, no person shall serve more than eight consecutive years on the Board, 20 
including years of service prior and subsequent to July 1, 1983. Board members may 21 
continue to serve until their successors have been appointed." 22

SECTION 5.2.  Unless otherwise provided for in this act, appointments are 27 
for terms to begin July 1, 2002. 28 

SECTION 5.3.  Unless otherwise provided for in this act, this act is effective 29 
when it becomes law. 30
