A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT TO AMEND CERTAIN PROVISIONS UNDER THE

DIETETICS/NUTRITION PRACTICE ACT AND TO AUTHORIZE THE BOARD

OF DIETETICS/NUTRITION TO INCREASE FEES.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1 G. S 90 354(b) reads as rewrltten

For an initial application, a fee not to exceed twenty-five—doHars
{$25:00);0ne hundred dollars ($100.00).

For examination or reexamination, a fee not to exceed ene-hundred
fifty doHars($150-00):two hundred dollars ($200.00).

For issuance of a license, a fee not to exceed one-hundred—dolars
{$100.00):two hundred dollars ($200.00).

For the renewal of a license, a fee not to exceed fifty—deHars
{$50.00);0ne hundred twenty-five dollars ($125.00).

For the late renewal of a license, an additional late fee not to exceed

fifty-doHars($56-00);0ne hundred dollars ($100.00).

For a provisional license, a fee not to exceed thirty-five—dellars
{$35:00);-andone hundred dollars ($100.00).

For copies of Board rules and licensure standards, charges not
exceeding the actual cost of printing and mailing."”

SECTION 6. This act becomes effective October 1, 2001.
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
