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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO CREATE THE FOOTHILLS REGIONAL AIRPORT AUTHORITY 2 

SPECIAL TAX DISTRICT AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE LEVY AND 3 
COLLECTION OF TAXES. 4 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
SECTION 1.  Creation. – There is created the "Special Airport District for 6 

Burke and Caldwell Counties" (for brevity herein referred to as the "Special Airport 7 
District" or "District") which on the effective date hereof shall be both a body politic 8 
and corporate and except as amended herein shall have all of the powers and authority 9 
granted under Article 8 of Chapter 63 of the General Statutes of North Carolina (the 10 
"North Carolina Special Airport Districts Act"). 11 

SECTION 2.  Description of District. – The Airport District shall be located 12 
in Caldwell County and Burke County and the District boundaries shall be described as 13 
follows: 14

2,114.17 feet to a ¾" iron pipe found, said ¾" iron pipe found, being located South 66º 4 
59' 58" West 2,035.81 feet from a North Carolina Geological Survey monument named 5 
Morport; thence continuing with the Helen Blankenship property, North 87º 00' 23" 6 
West 828.88 feet to a ¾" iron pipe found, said iron pipe found being in the eastern right-7 
of-way limit line of Race Track Road (SR 1567); thence crossing Race Track Road (SR 8 
1567) North 87º 02' 07" West 384.16 feet to a stone corner found; thence with the 9 
Conley C. Mull property, North 88º 40" 32" West 378.65 feet to a ¾" iron pipe found; 10 
thence with the Timothy Newton property, North 88º 40' 32" West 630.74 feet to an 11 
iron pipe set, said point being the common property corner of the Morganton-Lenoir 12 
Airport, James Burns and Edgar Mabe; thence with the Edgar Mabe property, South 35º 13 
22' 25" East 228.38 feet to a 1" iron pipe found; thence South 35º 15' 00" East 280.36 14 
feet to a point in the southern right-of-way limit line of Antioch Road (SR 1501); thence 15 
along the southern right-of-way limit line of Antioch Road, North 71º 37' 45" East 120 16 
feet to a point; thence leaving the southern right-of-way limit line of Antioch Road (SR 17 
1501), South 36º 21' 00" East 120 feet to a point; thence South 71º 17' 59" West 120 18 
feet to a point; thence with the Marilyn Boyd property, South 35º 14' 59" East 459.35 19 
feet to a ¾" iron pipe found; thence with the Jimmy Abernathy property, South 37º 18' 20 
35" East 65.59 feet to an iron pipe set; thence South 35º 57' 47" East 184.58 feet to an 21 
iron pipe found, said point being a common property corner of the Morganton-Lenoir 22 
Airport, Antioch Baptist Church and Jimmy Abernethy; thence with the Antioch Baptist 23 
Church property, North 46º 51' 33" East 342.56 feet to a rebar found; thence North 77º 24 
45' 43" East 280.55 feet to a point in the western right-of-way limit line of Antioch 25 
Road (SR 1501); thence crossing Antioch Road (SR 1501), North 77º 45' 43" East 44.84 26 
feet to a point East of the pavement of Antioch Road (SR 1501) and within the right-of-27 
way of Antioch Road (SR 1501); thence within the right-of-way of Antioch Road (SR 28 
1501), South 01º 43' 27" West 200 feet to a point solid iron pipe found; thence leaving 29 
the right-of-way of Antioch Road (SR 1501), South 01º 43' 27" West 363.28 feet to an 30 
axle found, the point of beginning and containing 1,076.25 acres. 31 
Reference is hereby made to a survey prepared by the City of Morganton Engineering 32 
Dept. dated August 30, 1996, under Drawing No. 1053-96 and stamped by a Registered 33 
Land Surveyor, Jerry R. Duckworth, license # L-1401. 34 

SECTION 3.  Other Lands Added to District. – The boundary of the Airport 35 
District may be extended and additional lands added to the District upon the adoption of 36 
a resolution by the Board of Commissioners for the county in which such lands are 37 
located provided that only lands that are adjacent boundaries of the existing District 38 
may be incorporated into the District and under no circumstances may satellite areas be 39 
included in the District. 40 

SECTION 3.1.  No part of the area described in Section 2 of this act may be 41 
annexed by any municipality under Article 4A of Chapter 160A of the General Statutes. 42 

SECTION 3.2.  The Foothills Regional Airport Authority may, with the 43 
approval of the boards of commissioners of all the counties in which the district is 44 
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located, apply Article 22 of Chapter 105 of the General Statutes as if the district was a 1 
city located in more than one county and as if it were the governing board of a city . 2 

SECTION 4.  District Board. – The Foothills Regional Airport Authority 3 
separately authorized by S.L. 2000-9 shall for all purposes be the District Board and 4 
shall have all of the powers and authorities granted to the District in accordance with 5 
G.S. 63-83, as amended from time to time, specifically including, but not limited to, the 6 
authority to levy and collect taxes on all taxable property within the Special Airport 7 
District in accordance with the procedures established by the North Carolina Special 8 
Airport Districts Act (Article 8 of Chapter 63 of the General Statutes) except that the tax 9 
rate shall not exceed fifteen cents (15¢) per one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation of 10 
assessed valuation of property in the Special Airport District from year to year. 11 

SECTION 5.  Joint Authority. – Upon the effective date of this act, the term 12 
"District Board" shall be deemed to be the Foothills Regional Airport Authority and the 13 
business of the Special Airport District may, for all purposes, be transacted under the 14 
name "Foothills Regional Airport Authority". 15 

SECTION 6.  Public Purpose. – All taxes levied, collected, and expended by 16 
the Airport Authority shall be and are hereby declared to be levied, collected, and 17 
expended for the public purpose of constructing and financing aeronautical facilities and 18 
enhancing the security of any bonds or other debt issued by the Authority for such 19 
public purpose. 20 

SECTION 7.  Dissolution. – The Tax District may be dissolved by a joint 21 
resolution to be presented to and acted on by each of the governing bodies having 22 
authority to appoint the members of the airport authority. 23 

SECTION 8.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 24
