The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
PART I.  AMENDMENTS TO THE NORTH CAROLINA BUSINESS 7 
CORPORATION ACT. 8 

SECTION 1.  G.S. 55-1-20(f) reads as rewritten: 9 
"(f) A document submitted by a domestic or foreign corporation or nonprofit 10 

corporation must be executed: 11 
(1) By the chairman of the board of directors, by its president, or by 12 

another of its officers; 13 
(2) If directors have not been selected or the corporation has not been 14 

formed, by an incorporator; or 15 
(3) If the corporation is in the hands of a receiver, trustee, or other 16 

court-appointed fiduciary, by that fiduciary. 17 
A document submitted by an unincorporated entity must be executed by a person 18 

authorized to execute documents (i) pursuant to G.S. 57C-1-20(f) if the unincorporated 19 
entity is a domestic or foreign limited liability company, (ii) pursuant to G.S. 59-204 if 20 
the unincorporated entity is a domestic or foreign limited partnership, or (iii) pursuant to 21 
G.S. 59-73.7(a)(4) 59-35.1(a)(4) if the unincorporated entity is any other partnership as 22 
defined in G.S. 59-36 whether or not formed under the laws of this State." 23 

SECTION 2.  G.S. 55-1-22(a) is amended by adding the following new 24 
subdivision to read: 25 

"(12a) Articles of conversion (other than articles of  26 
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conversion included as part of another document) 50.00." 1 
SECTION 3.  G.S. 55-1-40 is amended by adding the following new 2 

subdivisions, to be placed by the Revisor of Statutes in the appropriate order, to read: 3 
"§ 55-1-40.  Chapter definitions. 4 

In this Chapter unless otherwise specifically provided: 5 
… 6 
(2a) 'Business entity,' as used in G.S. 55-11-10 and Article 11A of this 7 

Chapter, means a domestic corporation (including a professional 8 
corporation as defined in G.S. 55B-2), a foreign corporation, a 9 
domestic or foreign nonprofit corporation, a domestic or foreign 10 
limited liability company, a domestic or foreign limited partnership as 11 
defined in G.S. 59-102, a registered limited liability partnership or 12 
foreign limited liability partnership as defined in G.S. 59-32, or any 13 
other partnership as defined in G.S. 59-36 whether or not formed under 14 
the laws of this State. 15 

… 16 
(6b) 'Domestic limited liability company' has the same meaning as in G.S. 17 

57C-1-03. 18 
(6c) 'Domestic limited partnership' has the same meaning as in G.S. 59-19

(6d) 'Domestic nonprofit corporation' means a corporation as defined in 21 

G.S. 55A-1-40. 22 
(8) 'Electronic' has the same meaning as in G.S. 66-312. 23 
(8a) 'Electronic record' has the same meaning as in G.S. 66-312. 24 
(8b) 'Electronic signature' has the same meaning as in G.S. 66-312. 25

(10a) 'Foreign limited liability company' has the same meaning as in G.S. 27 

57C-1-03. 28 
(10b) 'Foreign limited partnership' has the same meaning as in G.S. 59-102. 29 
(10c) 'Foreign nonprofit corporation' means a foreign corporation as defined 30 

in G.S. 55A-1-40. 31 
…." 32 
SECTION 4.  G.S. 55-1-40(17) reads as rewritten: 33 
"(17) 'Principal office' means the office (in or out of this State) so designated 34 

in the annual report where the principal executive offices of a domestic 35 
or foreign corporation are located.located, as designated in its most 36 
recent annual report filed with the Secretary of State or, in the case of a 37 
domestic or foreign corporation that has not yet filed an annual report, 38 
in its articles of incorporation or application for a certificate of 39 
authority, respectively." 40 

SECTION 5.  G.S. 55-1-40(24a) reads as rewritten: 41 
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"(24a) 'Unincorporated entity' means a domestic or foreign limited liability 1 
company company, as defined in G.S. 57C-1-03, a domestic or foreign 2 
limited partnership partnership, as defined in G.S. 59-102, a registered 3 
limited liability partnership or foreign limited liability partnership as 4 
defined in G.S. 59-32, or any other partnership as defined in G.S. 5 
59-36, whether or not formed under the laws of this State, including a 6 
registered limited liability partnership as defined in G.S. 59-32 and any 7 
other limited liability partnership formed under a law other than the 8 
laws of this State." 9 

SECTION 6. G.S. 55-1-41 reads as rewritten: 10 
"§ 55-1-41.  Notice. 11 

(a) Notice under this Chapter shall be in writing unless oral notice is authorized 12 
in the corporation's articles of incorporation or bylaws and written notice is not 13 
specifically required by this Chapter. 14 

(b) Notice may be communicated in person; by telephone, telegraph, teletype, or 15 
other form of wire or wireless communication, or by facsimile transmission; electronic 16 
means; or by mail or private carrier. If these forms of personal notice are impracticable 17 
as to one or more persons, notice may be communicated to such persons by publishing 18 
notice in a newspaper in the county wherein the corporation has its principal place of 19 
business in the State, or if it has no principal place of business in the State, the county 20 
wherein it has its registered office; or by radio, television, or other form of public 21 
broadcast communication. 22 

(c) Written notice by a domestic or foreign corporation to its shareholder is 23 
effective when deposited in the United States mail with postage thereon prepaid and 24 
correctly addressed to the shareholder's address shown in the corporation's current 25 
record of shareholders. To the extent the corporation pursuant to G.S. 55-1-50 and the 26 
shareholder have agreed, notice by a domestic corporation to its shareholder in the form 27 
of an electronic record sent by electronic means is effective when it is sent as provided 28 
in G.S. 66-325. A shareholder may terminate any such agreement at any time on a 29 
prospective basis effective upon written notice of termination to the corporation or upon 30 
such later date as may be specified in the notice. 31 

(d) Written notice to a domestic or foreign corporation (authorized to transact 32 
business in this State) may be addressed to its registered agent at its registered office or 33 
to the corporation or its secretary at its principal office shown in its most recent annual 34 
report on file in the office of the Secretary of State or, in the case of a domestic or 35 
foreign corporation that has not yet delivered filed an annual report, in its articles of 36 
incorporation or application for a certificate of authority.authority, respectively. 37 

(e) Except as provided in subsection (c), written notice is effective at the earliest 38 
of the following: 39 

(1) When received; 40 
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(2) Five days after its deposit in the United States mail, as evidenced by 1 
the postmark or otherwise, if mailed with at least first-class postage 2 
thereon prepaid and correctly addressed; 3 

(3) On the date shown on the return receipt, if sent by registered or 4 
certified mail, return receipt requested, and the receipt is signed by or 5 
on behalf of the addressee. 6 

In the case of notice in the form of an electronic record sent by electronic means, the 7 
time of receipt shall be determined as provided in G.S. 66-325. 8 

(f) Oral notice is effective when actually communicated to the person entitled 9 
thereto. 10 

(g) If this Chapter prescribes notice requirements for particular circumstances, 11 
those requirements govern. If articles of incorporation or bylaws prescribe notice 12 
requirements not inconsistent with this section or other provisions of this Chapter, those 13 
requirements govern." 14 

SECTION 7.  Article 1 of Chapter 55 of the General Statutes is amended by 15 
adding a new Part to read: 16 

"Part 5. Miscellaneous. 17 
"§ 55-1-50.  Electronic transactions. 18 

For purposes of applying Article 40 of Chapter 66 of the General Statutes to 19 
transactions under this Chapter, a corporation may agree to conduct a transaction by 20 
electronic means through provision in its articles of incorporation or bylaws or by action 21 
of its board of directors." 22 

SECTION 8.  G.S. 55-2-02(a) reads as rewritten: 23 
"(a) The articles of incorporation must set forth: 24 

(1) A corporate name for the corporation that satisfies the requirements of 25 
G.S. 55-4-01; 26 

(2) The number of shares the corporation is authorized to issue and any 27 
other information required by G.S. 55-6-01; 28 

(3) The street address, and the mailing address if different from the street 29 
address, of the corporation's initial registered office, the county in 30 
which the initial registered office is located, and the name of the 31 
corporation's initial registered agent at that address; and 32 

(3a) The street address, and the mailing address if different from the street 33 
address, of the corporation's principal office, if any, and the county in 34 
which the principal office, if any, is located; and 35 

(4) The name and address of each incorporator." 36 
SECTION 9.  G.S. 55-2-02 is amended by adding the following new 37 

subsection to read: 38 
"(d) Articles of incorporation filed to effect the conversion of another business 39 

entity pursuant to Article 11A of this Chapter shall also include the statements required 40 
by G.S. 55-11A-03(a)." 41 

SECTION 10.  G.S. 55-2-03(a) reads as rewritten: 42 
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"(a) Unless a delayed effective date is specified, the corporate Corporate existence 1 
begins when the articles of incorporation are filed. become effective." 2 

SECTION 11.  G.S. 55-7-04 reads as rewritten: 3 
"§ 55-7-04.  Action without meeting. 4 

(a) Action required or permitted by this Chapter to be taken at a shareholders' 5 
meeting may be taken without a meeting  meeting and without prior notice except as 6 
required by subsection (d) of this section, if the action is taken by all the shareholders 7 
entitled to vote on the action.action or, subject to subsection (a1) of this section, if so 8 
provided in the articles of incorporation of a corporation that is not a public corporation 9 
at the time the action is taken, by shareholders having not less than the minimum 10 
number of votes that would be necessary to take the action at a meeting at which all 11 
shareholders entitled to vote were present and voted. The action must be evidenced by 12 
one or more written consents bearing the date of signature and signed by all  the number 13 
of shareholders sufficient to take the action without a meeting, before or after such 14 
action, describing the action taken and delivered to the corporation for inclusion in the 15 
minutes or filing with the corporate records. To the extent the corporation has agreed 16 
pursuant to G.S. 55-1-50, a shareholder's consent to action taken without meeting may 17 
be in electronic form and delivered by electronic means. 18 

(a1) Notwithstanding subsection (a) of this section, the following actions may be 19 
taken without a meeting only by all the shareholders entitled to vote on the action: 20 

(1) If cumulative voting is not authorized, the election of directors at the 21 
annual meeting; or 22 

(2) If cumulative voting is authorized, the election of directors and the 23 
removal of a director unless the entire board of directors is to be 24 
removed, and if G.S. 55-7-28(e) applies to the corporation, an 25 
amendment to deny or limit the right of shareholders to vote 26 
cumulatively and an amendment to the articles of incorporation or 27 
bylaws to decrease the number of directors. 28 

(b) If not otherwise fixed under G.S. 55-7-03 or G.S. 55-7-07, the record date for 29 
determining shareholders entitled to take action without a meeting is the date the first 30 
shareholder signs the consent under subsection (a). No written consent shall be effective 31 
to evidence the action referred to therein unless, within 60 days after the earliest date 32 
appearing on a written consent delivered to the corporation in the manner required by 33 
this section, the corporation receives written consents signed by shareholders sufficient 34 
to take the action without a meeting. 35 

(c) A consent signed under this section has the effect of a meeting vote and may 36 
be described as such in any document. 37 

(d) If this Chapter requires that notice of proposed action be given to nonvoting 38 
shareholders and the action is to be taken by unanimous consent of the voting 39 
shareholders, the corporation must give its nonvoting shareholders written notice of the 40 
proposed action at least 10 days before the action is taken. Unless the articles of 41 
incorporation otherwise provide, if shareholder approval is required by this Chapter for 42 
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(i) an amendment to the articles of incorporation pursuant to Article 10 of this Chapter, 1 
(ii) a plan of merger or share exchange pursuant to Article 11 of this Chapter, (iii) a plan 2 
of conversion pursuant to Part 2 of Article 11A of this Chapter, (iv) the sale, lease, 3 
exchange, or other disposition of all, or substantially all, of the corporation's property 4 
pursuant to Article 12 of this Chapter, or (v) a proposal for dissolution pursuant to 5 
Article 14 of this Chapter, and the approval is to be obtained through action without 6 
meeting, the corporation must give its shareholders, other than shareholders who 7 
consent to the action, written notice of the proposed action at least 10 days before the 8 
action is taken. The notice must shall contain or be accompanied by the same material 9 
that, under this Chapter, would have been required to be sent to nonvoting shareholders 10 
not entitled to vote on the action in a notice of meeting at which the proposed action 11 
would have been submitted to the shareholders for action. 12 

(e) If action is taken without a meeting by fewer than all shareholders entitled to 13 
vote on the action, the corporation shall give written notice to all shareholders who have 14 
not consented to the action and who, if the action had been taken at a meeting, would 15 
have been entitled to notice of the meeting with the same record date as the action taken 16 
without a meeting, within 10 days after the action is taken. The notice shall describe the 17 
action and indicate that the action has been taken without a meeting of shareholders. 18 
Failure to comply with the requirements of this subsection shall not invalidate any 19 
action taken that otherwise complies with this section." 20 

SECTION 12.  Article 7 of Chapter 55 of the General Statutes is amended by 21 
adding a new section to read: 22 
"§ 55-7-08. Attendance. 23 

To the extent authorized by a corporation's board of directors, a shareholder or the 24 
shareholder's proxy not physically present at a meeting of shareholders may attend the 25 
meeting by electronic or other means of remote communication that allow the 26 
shareholder or proxy (i) to read or to hear the meeting proceedings substantially 27 
concurrently as the proceedings occur, (ii) to be read or to be heard substantially 28 
concurrently as the shareholder or proxy communicates, and (iii) to vote on matters to 29 
which the shareholder or proxy is entitled to vote." 30 

SECTION 13.  G.S. 55-7-20(c) reads as rewritten: 31 
"(c) The corporation shall make the shareholders' list available at the meeting, and 32 

any shareholder, personally or by or with his representative, is entitled to inspect the list 33 
at any time during the meeting or any adjournment. The corporation is not required to 34 
make the list available through electronic or other means of remote communication to a 35 
shareholder or proxy attending the meeting by remote communication pursuant to G.S. 36 
55-7-08." 37 

SECTION 14.  G.S. 55-7-22(b) reads as rewritten: 38 
"(b) A shareholder may appoint one or more proxies to vote or otherwise act for 39 

him the shareholder by signing an appointment form, either personally or by his the 40 
shareholder's attorney-in-fact. A photocopy, telegram, cablegram, facsimile 41 
transmission, or equivalent reproduction of a writing appointing one or more 42 
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proxies,Without limiting G.S. 55-1-50, an appointment in the form of an electronic 1 
record that bears the shareholder's electronic signature and that may be directly 2 
reproduced in paper form by an automated process shall be deemed a valid appointment 3 
form within the meaning of this section. In addition, if and to the extent permitted by the 4 
corporation, a public corporation may permit a shareholder may to appoint one or more 5 
proxies (i) by an electronic mail message or other form of electronic, wire, or wireless 6 
communication that provides a written statement appearing to have been sent by the 7 
shareholder, or (ii) in the case of a public corporation, by any kind of electronic or 8 
telephonic transmission, even if not accompanied by written communication, under 9 
circumstances or together with information from which the corporation can reasonably 10 
assume that the appointment was made or authorized by the shareholder." 11 

SECTION 15.  G.S. 55-8-21(a) reads as rewritten: 12 
"(a) Unless the articles of incorporation or bylaws provide otherwise, action 13 

required or permitted by this Chapter to be taken at a board of directors' meeting may be 14 
taken without a meeting if the action is taken by all members of the board. The action 15 
must be evidenced by one or more written consents signed by each director before or 16 
after such action, describing the action taken, and included in the minutes or filed with 17 
the corporate records. To the extent the corporation has agreed pursuant to G.S. 55-1-18 
50, a director's consent to action taken without meeting may be in electronic form and 19 
delivered by electronic means." 20 

SECTION 16.  G.S. 55-9-01(b)(1) reads as rewritten: 21 
"(1) 'Business combination' includes any merger or consolidation merger, 22 

consolidation, or conversion of a corporation with or into any other 23 
corporation or any unincorporated entity, or the sale or lease of all or 24 
any substantial part of the corporation's assets to, or any payment, sale 25 
or lease to the corporation or any subsidiary thereof in exchange for 26 
securities of the corporation of any assets (except assets having an 27 
aggregate fair market value of less than five million dollars 28 
($5,000,000)) of any other entity." 29 

SECTION 17.  Chapter 55 of the General Statutes is amended by adding a 30 
new Article to read: 31 

"Article 11A. 32 
"Conversions. 33 

"Part 1. Conversion to Corporation. 34 
"§ 55-11A-01. Conversion. 35 

A business entity, other than a domestic corporation, may convert to a domestic 36 
corporation if: 37 

(1) The conversion is permitted by the laws of the state or country 38 
governing the organization and internal affairs of the converting 39 
business entity; and 40 
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(2) The converting business entity complies with the requirements of this 1 
Part and, to the extent applicable, the laws referred to in subdivision 2 
(1) of this section. 3 

"§ 55-11A-02. Plan of conversion. 4 
(a) The converting business entity shall approve a written plan of conversion 5 

containing: 6 
(1) The name of the converting business entity, its type of business entity, 7 

and the state or country whose laws govern its organization and 8 
internal affairs; 9 

(2) The name of the resulting domestic corporation into which the 10 
converting business entity shall convert; 11 

(3) The terms and conditions of the conversion; and 12 
(4) The manner and basis for converting the interests in the converting 13 

business entity into shares, obligations, or other securities of the 14 
resulting domestic corporation or into cash or other property in whole 15 
or in part. 16 

The plan of conversion may contain other provisions relating to the conversion. 17 
(b) The plan of conversion shall be approved in accordance with the laws of the 18 

state or country governing the organization and internal affairs of the converting 19 
business entity. 20 

(c) After a plan of conversion has been approved as provided in subsection (b) of 21 
this section, but before articles of incorporation for the resulting domestic corporation 22 
become effective, the plan of conversion may be amended or abandoned to the extent 23 
permitted by the laws that govern the organization and internal affairs of the converting 24 
business entity. 25 
"§ 55-11A-03. Filing of articles of incorporation by converting entity. 26 

(a) After a plan of conversion has been approved by the converting business 27 
entity as provided in G.S. 55-11A-02, the converting business entity shall deliver 28 
articles of incorporation to the Secretary of State for filing. In addition to the matters 29 
required or permitted by G.S. 55-2-02, the articles of incorporation shall contain articles 30 
of conversion stating: 31 

(1) That the corporation is being formed pursuant to a conversion of a 32 
business entity; 33 

(2) The name of the converting business entity, its type of business entity, 34 
and the state or country whose laws govern its organization and 35 
internal affairs; and 36 

(3) That a plan of conversion has been approved by the converting 37 
business entity as required by law. 38 

(b) If the plan of conversion is abandoned after the articles of incorporation have 39 
been filed with the Secretary of State but before the articles of incorporation become 40 
effective, the converting business entity shall deliver to the Secretary of State for filing 41 
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prior to the time the articles of incorporation become effective an amendment to the 1 
articles of incorporation withdrawing the articles of incorporation. 2 

(c) The conversion takes effect when the articles of incorporation become 3 
effective. 4 

(d) Certificates of conversion shall also be registered as provided in G.S. 47-18.1. 5 
"§ 55-11A-04. Effects of conversion. 6 

When the conversion takes effect: 7 
(1) The converting business entity ceases its prior form of organization 8 

and continues in existence as the resulting domestic corporation; 9 
(2) The title to all real estate and other property owned by the converting 10 

business entity continues vested in the resulting domestic corporation 11 
without reversion or impairment; 12 

(3) All liabilities of the converting business entity continue as liabilities of 13 
the resulting domestic corporation; 14 

(4) A proceeding pending by or against the converting business entity may 15 
be continued as if the conversion did not occur; and 16 

(5) The interests in the converting business entity that are to be converted 17 
into shares, obligations, or other securities of the resulting domestic 18 
corporation or into the right to receive cash or other property are 19 
thereupon so converted, and the former holders of interests in the 20 
converting business entity are entitled only to the rights provided in the 21 
plan of conversion. 22 

The conversion shall not affect the liability or absence of liability of any holder of an 23 
interest in the converting business entity for any acts, omissions, or obligations of the 24 
converting business entity made or incurred prior to the effectiveness of the conversion. 25 
The cessation of the existence of the converting business entity in its prior form of 26 
organization in the conversion shall not constitute a dissolution or termination of the 27 
converting business entity. 28 

"Part 2. Conversion of Corporation. 29 
"§ 55-11A-10.  Conversion. 30 

A domestic corporation may convert to a different business entity if:  31 
(1) The conversion is permitted by the laws of the state or country 32 

governing the organization and internal affairs of such other business 33 
entity; and 34 

(2) The converting domestic corporation complies with the requirements 35 
of this Part and, to the extent applicable, the laws referred to in 36 
subdivision (1) of this section. 37 

"§ 55-11A-11.  Plan of conversion. 38 
(a) The converting domestic corporation shall approve a written plan of 39 

conversion containing: 40 
(1) The name of the converting domestic corporation; 41

(2) The name of the resulting business entity into which the domestic 1 
corporation shall convert, its type of business entity, and the state or 2 
country whose laws govern its organization and internal affairs; 3 

(3) The terms and conditions of the conversion; and 4 
(4) The manner and basis for converting the shares of the domestic 5 

corporation into interests, obligations, or securities of the resulting 6 
business entity or into cash or other property in whole or in part. 7 

The plan of conversion may contain other provisions relating to the conversion. 8 
(b) For a plan of conversion to be approved: 9 

(1) The board of directors shall recommend the plan of conversion to the 10 
shareholders, unless the board of directors determines that because of 11 
conflict of interest or other special circumstances it should make no 12 
recommendation, in which event the board of directors shall 13 
communicate the basis for its lack of a recommendation to the 14 
shareholders with the plan; and 15 

(2) The shareholders entitled to vote shall approve the plan. 16 
(c) The board of directors may condition its submission of the proposed 17 

conversion on any basis. 18 
(d) The corporation shall notify each shareholder, whether or not entitled to vote, 19 

of the proposed shareholders' meeting in accordance with G.S. 55-7-05. The notice shall 20 
state that the purpose, or one of the purposes, of the meeting is to consider the plan of 21 
conversion and contain or be accompanied by a copy of the plan. 22 

(e) Unless this Chapter, the articles of incorporation, a bylaw adopted by the 23 
shareholders or the board of directors, acting pursuant to subsection (c) of this section, 24 
require a greater vote or a vote by voting groups, the plan of conversion to be authorized 25 
shall be approved by each voting group entitled to vote separately on the plan by a 26 
majority of all the votes entitled to be cast on the plan by that voting group and, for the 27 
purpose of Article 9 of this Chapter or any provision in the articles of incorporation or 28 
bylaws adopted prior to January 1, 2002, a conversion shall be deemed to be included 29 
within the term 'merger'. If any shareholder of the converting domestic corporation has 30 
or will have personal liability for any existing or future obligation of the resulting 31 
business entity solely as a result of holding an interest in the resulting business entity, 32 
then in addition to the requirements of the preceding sentence, approval of the plan of 33 
conversion by the domestic corporation shall require the affirmative vote or written 34 
consent of that shareholder. 35 

(f) Separate voting by voting groups is required on a plan of conversion if the 36 
plan contains a provision that, if contained in a proposed amendment to articles of 37 
incorporation, would require action by one or more separate voting groups on the 38 
proposed amendment under G.S. 55-10-04, except where the consideration to be 39 
received in exchange for the shares of that group consists solely of cash.  40 

(g) After a plan of conversion has been approved by a domestic corporation but 41 
before the articles of conversion become effective, the plan of conversion (i) may be 42 
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amended as provided in the plan of conversion, or (ii) may be abandoned, subject to any 1 
contractual rights, as provided in the plan of conversion or, if there is no such provision, 2 
as determined by the board of directors without further shareholder action. 3 
"§ 55-11A-12. Articles of conversion. 4 

(a) After a plan of conversion has been approved by the converting domestic 5 
corporation as provided in G.S. 55-11A-11, the converting domestic corporation shall 6 
deliver articles of conversion to the Secretary of State for filing. The articles of 7 
conversion shall state: 8 

(1) The name of the converting domestic corporation; 9 
(2) The name of the resulting business entity, its type of business entity, 10 

the state or country whose laws govern its organization and internal 11 
affairs, and, if the resulting business entity is not authorized to transact 12 
business or conduct affairs in this State, a designation of its mailing 13

(a) To be entitled to filing by the Secretary of State, a document submitted 30 
pursuant to this act shall meet all of the following requirements: 31 

(1) The document shall contain the information required by this act. It 32 
may contain other information as well. 33 

(2) The document shall be typewritten or printed. 34 
(3) The document shall be in the English language. 35 
(4) A document submitted by a partnership other than a domestic or 36 

foreign limited partnership shall be executed by a general partner of 37 
the partnership. A document submitted by any other type of entity 38 
shall be executed by a person authorized to execute documents (i) 39 
pursuant to G.S. 55-1-20(f) if the entity is a domestic or foreign 40 
corporation, (ii) pursuant to G.S. 55A-1-20(f) if the entity is a 41 
domestic or foreign nonprofit corporation, (iii) pursuant to G.S. 57C-1-42 
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20(f) if the entity is a domestic or foreign limited liability company, or 1 
(iv) pursuant to G.S. 59-204 if the entity is a domestic or foreign 2 
limited partnership. 3 

(5) The person executing the document shall sign it and state beneath or 4 
opposite the person's signature the person's name and the capacity in 5 
which the person signs. Any signature on the document may be a 6 
facsimile. The document may, but need not, contain an 7 
acknowledgment, verification, or proof. 8 

(6) The document shall be delivered to the office of the Secretary of State 9 
for filing and shall be accompanied by one exact or conformed copy 10 
and by the required filing fee. 11 

(b) A partnership may correct a document filed by the Secretary of State pursuant 12 
to this act if the document (i) contains a statement that is incorrect and was incorrect 13 
when the document was filed or (ii) was defectively executed, attested, sealed, verified, 14 
or acknowledged. 15 

A document is corrected by: 16 
(1) Preparing articles of correction that (i) describe the document, 17 

including its filing date, or have attached to them a copy of the 18 
document, (ii) specify the incorrect statement and the reason it is 19 
incorrect or the manner in which the execution was defective, and (iii) 20 
correct the incorrect statement or defective execution; and 21 

(2) Delivering the articles of correction to the Secretary of State for filing, 22 
accompanied by one exact or conformed copy and the required filing 23 
fee.

Articles of correction are effective on the effective date of the document that is 25 
corrected except as to persons relying on the uncorrected document and adversely 26 
affected by the correction. As to those persons, articles of correction are effective when 27 
filed. 28 

(c) The Secretary of State may adopt and furnish on request forms for: 29 
(1) An application for registration as a registered limited liability 30

If the Secretary of State so requires, use of these forms is mandatory. 36 
(d) The Secretary of State may adopt and furnish on request forms for other 37 

documents required or permitted to be filed by this act, but their use is not mandatory. 38

(f) The Secretary of State shall collect a fee of ten dollars ($10.00) each time 37 
process is served on the Secretary of State under this act. The party to the proceeding 38 
causing service of process is entitled to recover this fee as costs if the party prevails in 39 
the proceeding. 40 

(g) The Secretary of State shall collect the following fees for copying, 41 
comparing, and certifying a copy of a document filed pursuant to this act: 42 
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(1) One dollar ($1.00) a page for copying or comparing a copy to the 1 
original; and 2 

(2) Five dollars ($5.00) for the certificate. 3 
(h) The Secretary of State shall guarantee the expedited filing of a document 4 

upon receipt of the document in proper form and the payment of the required filing fee. 5 
The Secretary of State may collect the following additional fees for the expedited filing 6

(1) Two hundred dollars ($200.00) for the filing by the end of the same 8

The advisory review shall be completed within 24 hours after 20 
submission, excluding weekends and holidays, unless the person submitting the 21 
document is otherwise notified in accordance with procedures adopted by rule by the 22 
Secretary of State fixing priority between submissions under this subsection and filings 23 
under subsection (h) of this section. Upon completion of the advisory review, the 24 
Secretary of State shall notify the person submitting the document of any deficiencies in 25 
the document that would prevent its filing. 26 

(j) Except as provided in this subsection and in subsection (b) of this section, a 27 
document accepted for filing is effective: 28 

(1) At the time of filing on the date it is filed, as evidenced by the 29 
Secretary of State's date and time endorsement on the original 30 
document; or 31 

(2) At the time specified in the document as its effective time on the date 32 
it is filed. 33 

A document may specify a delayed effective time and date, and if it does so the 34 
document becomes effective at the time and date specified. If a delayed effective date 35 
but no time is specified, the document is effective at 11:59:59 P.M. on that date. A 36 
delayed effective date for a document shall not be later than the 90th day after the date it 37 
is filed. 38 

The fact that a document has become effective under this subsection does not 39 
determine its validity or invalidity or the correctness or incorrectness of the information 40 
contained in the document. 41

(k) If a document delivered to the office of the Secretary of State for filing 1 
satisfies the requirements of this act, the Secretary of State shall file it. Documents filed 2 
with the Secretary of State pursuant to this act may be maintained by the Secretary 3 
either in their original form or in photographic, microfilm, optical disk media, or other 4 
reproduced form. The Secretary may make reproductions of documents filed under this 5 
act, or under any predecessor act, by photographic, microfilm, optical disk media, or 6 
other means of reproduction and may destroy the originals of those documents 7 
reproduced. 8 

The Secretary of State files a document by stamping or otherwise endorsing 'Filed', 9 
together with the Secretary of State's name and official title and the date and time of 10 
filing, on both the original and the document copy. After filing a document, the 11 
Secretary of State shall deliver the document copy to the submitting business entity or 12 
its representative. 13 

If the Secretary of State refuses to file a document, the Secretary of State shall return 14 
it to the submitting business entity or its representative within five days after the 15 
document was received, together with a brief, written explanation of the reason for 16 
refusal. The Secretary of State may correct apparent errors and omissions on a 17 
document submitted for filing if authorized to make the corrections by the person 18 
submitting the document for filing. Prior to making the correction, the Secretary shall 19 
confirm the authorization to make the corrections according to procedures adopted by 20 
rule. 21 

The Secretary of State's duty is to review and file documents that satisfy the 22 
requirements of this Act. The Secretary of State's filing or refusing to file a document 23 
does not: 24 

(1) Affect the validity or invalidity of the document in whole or in part; 25 
(2) Relate to the correctness or incorrectness of information contained in 26 

the document; or 27 
(3) Create a presumption that the document is valid or invalid or that 28 

information contained in the document is correct or incorrect. 29 
(l) If the Secretary of State refuses to file a document delivered to the Secretary 30 

of State's office for filing, the person tendering the document for filing may, within 30 31 
days after the refusal, appeal the refusal to the Superior Court of Wake County.

in the plan of conversion. 13 

The conversion shall not affect the liability or absence of liability of any holder of an 14 
interest in the converting domestic partnership for any acts, omissions, or obligations of 15 
the converting domestic partnership made or incurred prior to the effectiveness of the 16 
conversion. The cessation of the existence of the converting domestic partnership in its 17 
form of organization as a domestic partnership in the conversion shall not constitute a 18 
dissolution or termination of the converting domestic partnership. 19 

(b) If the resulting business entity is not a domestic corporation, a domestic 20 
limited partnership, or a domestic limited liability company, when the conversion takes 21 
effect the resulting business entity is deemed: 22 

(1) To agree that it may be served with process in this State for 23 
enforcement of (i) any obligation of the converting domestic 24 
partnership and (ii) any obligation of the resulting business entity 25 
arising from the conversion; and 26 

(2) To have appointed the Secretary of State as its agent for service of 27 
process in any such proceeding. Service on the Secretary of State of 28 
any such process shall be made by delivering to and leaving with the 29 
Secretary of State, or with any clerk authorized by the Secretary of 30 
State to accept service of process, duplicate copies of the process and 31 
the fee required by G.S. 59-35.1(f). Upon receipt of service of process 32 
on behalf of a resulting business entity in the manner provided for in 33 
this section, the Secretary of State shall immediately mail a copy of the 34 
process by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, to the 35 
resulting business entity.

(2) To have appointed the Secretary of State as its agent for service of 32 
process in any such proceeding. Service on the Secretary of State of 33 
any such process shall be made by delivering to and leaving with the 34 
Secretary of State, or with any clerk authorized by the Secretary of 35 
State to accept service of process, duplicate copies of the process and 36 
the fee required by G.S. 59-1106(b).
