The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 122C-64 reads as rewritten:
"§ 122C-64. Client rights and Human rights committees.

Human rights committees responsible for protecting the rights of clients shall be established
at each State facHity-and-for-each-area—authorityand-countyprogram-facility, for each local
management entity, and provider entities. The Commission shall adopt rules for the
establishment, composition, and duties of the committees and procedures for appointment and
coordination with the State and Local Consumer Advocacy programs. In multicounty area
authorities and multicounty programs, the membership of the client rights and human rights
committee shall include a representative from each of the participating counties."”

SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
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
