The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S.58-67-50(e) reads as rewritten:
"§ 58-67-50. Evidence of coverage and premiums for health care services.

(e) Effective January—1.—1989,—everyEvery health maintenance organization shall
provide at least minimum cost and utilization information for group contracts of 100 or more
subscribers on an annual basis when requested by the group. Such information shall be
compiled in accordance with the Data Collection Form developed by the Standardized HMO
Date Form Task Force as endorsed by the Washington Business Group on Health and the
Group Health Assouatlon of Amerlca on November 19, 1986, and any subsequent
amendments. : ; ,

SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
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
