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AN ACT TO REQUIRE THE DIVISION OF CRIMINAL STATISTICS TO COLLECT, 
MAINTAIN, AND PUBLISH STATISTICS ON THE USE OF DEADLY FORCE BY 
LAW ENFORCEMENT WHICH RESULTS IN DEATH. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 

 
SECTION 1.  Chapter 114 of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new 

section to read: 
"§ 114-10.02.  Collection of statistics on the use of deadly force by law enforcement 

officers. 
(a) In addition to the duties set forth in G.S. 114-10, the Division of Criminal Statistics 

shall collect, maintain, and annually publish the number of deaths, by law enforcement agency, 
resulting from the use of deadly force by law enforcement officers in the course and scope of 
their official duties. 

(b) For purposes of this section, "law enforcement officer" means sworn law 
enforcement officers with the power of arrest, both State and local." 

SECTION 2.  This act becomes effective January 1, 2010, and applies to uses of 
deadly force resulting in death that occur on or after that date. 

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 4th day of June, 2009. 
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
