Whereas, Memorial Day was first observed as Decoration Day on May 30, 1868, as 4 

an occasion to decorate the graves of Civil War soldiers; and 5 

Whereas, after World War I, Decoration Day was expanded to honor service 6 

members killed in all of our nation's wars and, after World War II, Decoration Day became 7 

known as Memorial Day; and 8 

Whereas, in 1971, Congress established Memorial Day as a federal holiday to be 9 

observed on the last Monday of May; and 10 

Whereas, as we observe Memorial Day in 2011, it is important to reflect upon the 11 

contributions and sacrifices the men and women of our Armed Forces have made in upholding 12 

the principles of democracy and liberty while in service to our nation; and 13 

Whereas, it is fitting to honor and commend the North Carolinians, as well as the 14 

men and women that served with military units based in North Carolina, who were killed in the 15 

line of duty; Now, therefore, 16 

Be it resolved by the Senate: 17 

SECTION 1.  The Senate expresses its profound gratitude and appreciation to all 18 

the men and women of the United States Armed Forces for their selfless service.
